October 18, 1999

Agenda

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Dale Donovan, Lawrence Gallagher and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan and Counsel Michael Ford were in attendance.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously at 6:01 p.m. on a roll call vote (Gallagher, Grossman, White, Donovan, Hall – yea) to enter executive session to review the status of litigation with Michael Ford and to reconvene in open session at 7:00 p.m.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 6:52 p.m.  On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to recess until 7:00 p.m.

The meeting was called back to order by Chairman Grossman at 7:00 p.m.

Open Session:

· Cyndi Moe noted that the lights for the Library stairs and upper parking lot were still out.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Grossman abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of October 4, 1999 with one correction.

The Town Administrator discussed his report with the Board:

a) Fall Town Meeting – Alan Platt, representing the Open Space Committee, met with the Board and reviewed funding options for Land Bank Articles 25 (Oliver property) and 26 (Geiger/Spencer property).  Mr. Platt noted that the Committee recommends that Article 24 (Frank property) be indefinitely postponed.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to recommend Articles 25 and 26.   On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously not to recommend Article 24.

b) Dredging of Mooring Basin – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Harbormaster to apply for technical assistance to dredge the mooring basin.

The Board met with DPW Director Jamie Bell to discuss an increase in disposal fees for construction and demolition wastes and mattresses and box springs.  Mr. Bell recommended that rates for disposal of construction and demolition waste be raised from $145.00 per ton to $200.00 per ton and for disposal of mattresses and box springs be raised from $10.00 per piece to $20.00 per piece to cover disposal at the Bourne Landfill.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to adopt the DPW Director’s recommendation regarding Bourne’s landfill fees and construction and demolition waste costs.
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The Board met with Town Clerk/Treasurer Dawn Rickman regarding the bond issue for the DPW Building.  On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to sign the bond issue for the DPW Building at 5.1287% for 15 years.  The Board signed the forms.

On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously at 7:50 p.m. to recess for five minutes.

The meeting was called back to order at 7:58 p.m.

The Board met with Dennis O’Connell of the Cable Advisory Committee to discuss approval of the merger of MediaOne and AT&T Corp.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve and sign the letter to Alicia C. Matthews, Director of the Masschusetts Cable Television Division regarding approval of the “Change of Control” from MediaOne Group, Inc. to AT&T Corp.

The Town Administrator continued discussion with the Board:

c) South Bulkhead – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to award the South Bulkhead construction project to AGM Marine Contractors, Inc. in the amount of $583,400; this act does not take effect until 31, October, 1999.

A motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, to appoint Richard Tesson to the Conservation Commission was withdrawn after it was noted that two new applications have been received.

Correspondence:

1) Eastham 350th Anniversary Committee – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously that Selectman White serve as Wellfleet’s representative to this Committee.

2) Mass. Attorney General’s letter regarding handicapped access requirements for all public meetings – copies to Building and Needs Assessment Committee and the Commission on Disabilities.

The Board discussed:

a) Amount needed for Town Meeting appropriation for water study – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to designate $35,000.

b) Selectman White’s receipt of a request to meet in executive session – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to meet with him in open session.

c) Business Licenses – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses as listed on the agenda (Briar Lane Body & Paint; Video Stuga, Inc.; White’s Upholstering & Fabric Company; Mikan Gallery; Rose’s Auto Service; AIM Thrift Shop; Mid-Cape Home Centers; Off Center; Emperor’s Old Clothes; Eccentricity’s Oualie; Eccentricity; Lighthouse Restaurant; Mainstay Motor Inn; Two Dollar Tees (768 Rte. 6); Two Dollar Tees (464 Rte. 6); Two Dollar Tees $1.00 Shop;
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Andre Pottery Studio; Ocean Reef Gift Shop, Inc.; Gramma Gotham’s Kitchen; Castelo             Antiques).

d) Contract for Lease/Purchase of Peterbilt Tractor – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to sign the contracts.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously at 8:19 p.m. on a roll call vote (Gallagher, Grossman, White, Donovan, Hall – yea) to enter executive session, after a five minutes recess, to discuss contract negotiations and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 8:52 p.m.

The Board discussed forming a negotiating team to address the purchase of the Catholic Church parking lot.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to authorize Chairman Grossman to talk to the Church to discuss the Town’s interest in acquiring some Church property.

On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:10 p.m.
