February 8, 1999

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher and Peter Hall.  Selectman David Ernst was absent.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Selectman White announced the February 9th groundbreaking for the new DPW facility.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Gallagher abstaining (he had not attended the meeting) to approve the minutes of January 25, 1999 as submitted.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Gallagher abstaining (he had not attended the meeting) to approve the minutes of January 27, 1999 as submitted.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Gallagher abstaining (he had not attended the meeting) to approve the minutes of January 28, 1999 as corrected.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of February 3, 1999 as corrected.

The Town Administrator discussed with the Board:

a) FY 2000 Budget – the Town Administrator indicated that the current estimate of a tax rate increase is 4.4% or $.40 per thousand except for employee (including school) pay increases.

b) Shellfish Suit – the Town Administrator indicated that the mediation date is being set up by Town Counsel.

Selectman Gallagher read a statement regarding his request to secure proposals for erection of a cellular tower at the north end of Town-owned property near the Transfer Station.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, that the Board of Selectmen send out a request for proposals to construct a cellular tower on Town-owned property north of the Transfer Station as a lease from the Town of Wellfleet, and that said request for proposals be drawn up by Town Counsel, and that if any proposals are received that they be sent to the Planning Board for its consideration, and if any proposal is approved by the Planning Board, that the Board of Selectmen place an article on the warrant of a town meeting for voter approval, the Board voted 2-2, with Hall and Grossman voting against.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to put together an RFP requesting the providers to propose Town property upon which they could use a tower provided by the Town.

Correspondence:

a) letter from James McGrath regarding the Shellfish Building facilities – there was consensus to forward the letter to the Building Needs Committee.
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b) Letter from the Open Space Committee regarding Land Court petition – the Town Administrator indicated that Town Counsel is representing the Town’s interests in this matter.

c) Public Access Committee’s request for signs at 15 saltwater landing areas – the Public Access Committee will meet with the Board at a future meeting to discuss this request.

The Board interviewed Jeffrey Caton, Frederick Young and Donald Brazil individually for appointment to the Marina Advisory Committee.  The appointment was taken under advisement.

The Board discussed Brian Ramsdell’s request for a commercial shellfish permit.  Discussion included Mr. Ramsdell’s residency.  Selectman White read a letter from Veteran’s Agent Norman Gill recommending that the Board waive the residency requirement for a commercial permit.  On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to grant Mr. Ramsdell’s request for a commercial shellfish permit.

The Board discussed:

1) Library Book Shed location – a motion by White that the DPW Director decide where to locate the shed was withdrawn.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to designate the Transfer Station as the new locale for the Friends of the Wellfleet Libraries’ Book Shed.

2) Rules for Charter Boat Licenses – it was suggested that a site for a mooring or slip also be required.  There was consensus to forward the draft list of requirements to the Marina Advisory Committee.

3) Set Date for 4th of July Parade – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously that the parade and fireworks be held on July 5th and that the parade begin at 10:00 a.m.

4) Marina Gas Dock Lease – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to authorize a credit of $808 to Wellfleet Marine Corp.

5) Request to Use Town Property: Friends of the VNA – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the application to use the Town Hall lawn on July 28 (rain date of July 29) from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. for a bake sale.

6) Request to Install Utilities within a Public Way: MediaOne – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the application for work on Browns Neck Road, Chequessett Neck Road, King Philip Road, Old Hay Road, Paine Hollow Road, Pole Dike Road, Pond Avenue and Trotting Park Circle.

7) Letter Requesting an Assessment of the Town’s Recreational Facilities at the Harbor – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to send a letter to the Public Access Board requesting a site assessment of the recreational facilities at the Marina.

8) Appointments – on a motion duly made and seconded the Board voted unanimously to appoint James Maclachlan to the Personnel Board.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 3-1, with White voting against, to appoint Paul Banner to the Personnel Board.
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9) Geiger Grant Letter – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted 3-1, with Hall voting against, to approve the document with the parties being the Board of Selectmen of the Town of Wellfleet, the Conservation Commission of the Town of Wellfleet and the  Department of Fisheries, Wildlife and Environmental Law Enforcement with the other two parties (Wellfleet Conservation Trust and Wellfleet Bay Wildlife Sanctuary Massachusetts Audubon Society) deleted.

10) Date for Town Administrator Evaluation – there was consensus to meet on February 22, 1999 at 6:00 p.m. 

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously at 8:41 p.m. on a roll call vote (Hall, Gallagher, Grossman, White – yea) to enter executive session for a grievance hearing and not to reconvene in open session.
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
