March 15, 1999

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Open Session:

· Brent Harold addressed the Board regarding the issuance by the Building Department of the  permits for the tower at the Commonwealth Electric substation on Gross Hill Road – the Town Administrator will look into this matter.

On a motion by White, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of March 3, 1999 as submitted.

On a motion by Ernst, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of March 4, 1999 as submitted.

The Town Administrator discussed with the Board:

a) noted $20,700 reduction in seasonal wages

b) Whitman property appraisal – it was noted that the cost of the appraisal was estimated not to exceed $1,500 and it was requested that the appraisal be itemized for each of the four parcels.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 4-1, with Hall voting against, to authorize Chairman Grossman to sign the appraisal agreement on behalf of the Board.

c) Shellfish suit mediation – it was requested that Board members be given a copy of any agreement as soon as it is received by the Town Administrator.

The Board discussed:

a) Appointment to Recreation Committee – referred to the Board’s March 22nd meeting.

b) Business Licenses –on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Oliver’s Clay Tennis Courts; Hinckley’s Corner Crafts; Puritan Clothing Co. of Cape Cod, Inc.; Wellfleet Pottery; Works Gallery; A Nice Cream Stop; Captain Higgins Seafood Restaurant, Inc.; Serena’s Restaurant; Southfleet Motor Inn; V.R.’s, Inc.; Rookie’s Inc.; Bob’s Sub & Cone and Painter’s Restaurant.

c) Seasonal Liquor Licenses – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the seasonal business licenses of V.R.’s, Inc.; Serena’s Restaurant; Sweet Season’s, Inc.; Painter’s Restaurant and Maurice’s Campground, Inc.

d) Mission statement for each advisory committee – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to request a mission statement from all boards, committees and commissions.

e) Tax bill insert from Tax Collector regarding Land Bank – Selectman White read the proposed insert.  It was suggested that the insert include a specific reference to Wellfleet residents and identify land bank funding as a surtax.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the insert as amended.
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The Board discussed the Town Administrator’s evaluation.  The Town Administrator read his response to the evaluation and each Board member commented on the Town Administrator’s performance. 

The Board met with members of the Saturday Town Meeting Committee including Harry Terkanian, Clarence Smith and Ann Bronsdon.  Discussion included suggestions for improving seating arrangements, microphone placement, bylaw change to amend time limit for debate from ten minutes to five and the possibility of experimenting by recessing a town meeting to a Saturday.   The Board and Town Administrator congratulated the Committee on its work.

The Board continued discussion:

f) FY 2000 Regional Technical High School Budget – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $136,642 (see h below).

g) FY 2000 Nauset Regional School Budget – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $1,575,834 which includes $526 requested as Wellfleet’s share for improvements at the central office.

h) FY 2000 Regional Technical High School Budget – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to rescind its previous vote and to approve this budget in the amount of $159,517.

i) FY 2000 Elementary School Budget – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to reduce this budget by $25,000 and to approve it in the amount of $1,497,435.

j) Funding for postage meter – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously not to include this funding in the Town Administrator’s budget.

k) Human Services budget – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to include $2,400 for Head Start.

l) Request for an article to fund Friday night dances – on a motion by White, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to include an article on the Annual Town Meeting warrant to fund Friday night dances in the amount of $2,700.

m) Selectman White’s article request – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 4-1, with Grossman voting against, to place an article on the Annual Town Meeting warrant to designate Ocean View Drive as a scenic road.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted 3-2, with Grossman and Hall voting against, to recommend the article.

n) Article to authorize borrowing for landfill capping and transfer station equipment – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 4-1, with White voting against, to place the article on the Annual Town Meeting warrant.

o) Petitioned article to amend section 4.2. to the zoning bylaw – it was noted that, per state law, a zoning bylaw amendment turned down by Town Meeting cannot be considered by Town Meeting again within two years without a positive recommendation from the Planning Board.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to keep this article on the warrant if it is recommended by the Planning Board and to remove it if it is not recommended.

p) Meeting with the Shellfish Constable and Shellfish Advisory Committee – there was consensus to meet on March 24th at 2:00 p.m. to discuss recommendations submitted by the Committee.

q) Pre-Town Meeting – there was consensus to schedule a Pre-Town Meeting on April 20th at 7:00 p.m.

r) Meeting with Shellfish Constable and Assistant Constable – there was consensus to schedule this meeting at the Board’s next regular meeting of March 22nd.

s) Meeting with Building Needs Committee, Police Chief and Fire Chief regarding the draft MMA report – there was consensus to meet on March 29th at 2:00 p.m. at the Police/Fire Station.

t) Review of professional services – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to review all professional services provided to the Town.

On a motion by White, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 10:45 p.m.
