March 8, 1999

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall.  Selectman Jeffrey White was absent.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of February 17, 1999 as written.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of February 22, 1999 as submitted.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of March 3, 1999 as submitted.

Town Administrator’s Report:

· The Town Administrator noted that the Cape Cod Regional Technical High School budget had been increased by $8,005 and that the Nauset Regional Schools budget had been decreased by $31,000.

· Audit Exit Meeting – it was noted that this meeting will be scheduled after Town Meeting matters are finalized.

Comments/Reports:

· Selectman Gallagher requested that a special meeting be scheduled to finalize the FY 2000 budgets and to discuss Town Meeting warrant articles – there was consensus to meet on Saturday, March 13th at 10:00 a.m.

· Chairman Grossman discussed the recent meeting with Gene Cavanaugh of the Office of Environmental Management regarding dredging – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to direct the Town Administrator to move as quickly as possible to contact DEM relative to what the Town can and cannot do with respect to the Whitman property.

Correspondence:

a) letter to Department of Fisheries, Wildlife and Environmental Law Enforcement seeking evaluation of the Wellfleet Marina – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to send the letter.

b) Draft letter submitted by Selectman White suggesting that the Board issue a RFP for Town Counsel services – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to send out an RFP for Town Counsel services.

c) Letter from Teamsters Local 59 requesting commencement of negotiations – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to begin negotiations with the Teamsters Union as soon as possible.

d) Letters from Chief Rosenthal regarding budgets and communication problems with Commonwealth Electric during the recent snowstorm – Chief Rosenthal further discussed these letters with the Board.

e) Wellfleet Chamber of Commerce’s request for a Town Meeting Article to designate 10% of the local room occupancy excise tax to help print the Chamber’s guide book – a motion by
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f)  Gallagher, seconded by Hall, to place this article on the Annual Town Meeting warrant was withdrawn.

g) Draft letter submitted by Selectman White to Senator Rauschenbach and Representative Gomes asking for an increase in library aid – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to send the letters.

h) Draft letter submitted by Selectman White requesting that $5,000 be included in the capital budget to clean the 350th anniversary plaque – on a motion by Ernst, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to table this matter.

i) Draft letter submitted by Selectman White to the Marina Advisory Committee requesting a list of prioritized action recommendations for the Marina – on a motion by Ernst, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to send the letter.

j) Letter from the state regarding outstanding Chapter 90 monies – the Town Administrator will follow through with the DPW Director.

Chairman Grossman left the meeting at 7:37 p.m. and Selectman Ernst chaired the meeting.

k) letter from Wellfleet Housing Authority requesting approval of an application for a $3,000 grant to study feasibility of use of the old sand pit land for housing – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to approve the application.

Chairman Grossman rejoined the meeting at 7:40 p.m.

The Board interviewed Steve Durkee for appointment to the Recreation Committee.  The appointment was taken under advisement.

The Board held the following Shellfish Department public hearings consecutively.  Shellfish Constable Richard Dickey was in attendance and made recommendations to the Board.

1) application of David P. Francis for renewal of shellfish grant license #752 – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to approve this renewal for a period of ten years.

2) Application of Alton Atwood for renewal of shellfish grant license #733 – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to approve this renewal for a period of ten years.

3) Application of Richard Taylor, Linda Taylor, Patrick Woodbury and Barbara Woodbury for renewal of shellfish grant license #741 – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to approve this renewal for a period of ten years.

4) Application of Keith P. Rose for renewal of shellfish grant license #95-26 – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to approve this renewal for a period of five years.

5) Application of Richard Grady for renewal of shellfish grant license #95-15 – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to approve this renewal for a period of five years.

6) Application of David Salvador for a 10 acre deep water grant off Duck Harbor in Cape Cod Bay for growing kelp – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to approve this grant application for a period of five years.

7) Application of William P. Nicholson for a 1-3 acre shellfish grant license anywhere available – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to deny this application without prejudice.

8) Application of Richard Butterfield for a shellfish grant license on an area owned by him south and west of Bayberry Lane – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to continue this hearing to its meeting of March 22nd at 7:30 p.m.
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9) Amendment of Section IV of the temporary shellfish regulations regarding seed picking – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to approve this amendment to allow seed picking from March 15th through December 31, 1999.

10) Amendment to Section V of the temporary shellfish regulations regarding seasonal opening of Herring River – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to open the Herring River to shellfishing as of March 15, 1999 subject to the approval of the Division of Marine Fisheries.

The Board discussed:

a) Business Licenses – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Gallagher abstaining, to approve the business licenses of Aesop’s Tables; Flying Fish Café; Hatch’s Fish Market, Inc.; Kendall Art Gallery/Wellfleet Frame Shop; Davis Gallery; Kite Gallery; Mon Chat; Lizard T’Shirt Gallery; South Wellfleet Clam Shack, Inc.; Jack’s Boat Rentals, Inc. (Gull Pond).

b) Seasonal Liquor License Renewals – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the seasonal liquor licenses of Chequessett Yacht and Country Club Inc. and Brady’s Liquor Locker.

c) Request to Use Town Property:  Friends of the Wellfleet Libraries – on a motion by Ernst, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve this request to use the driveway on the side of Town Hall bordering parts of the lawn on July 18th and August 15th from 7 a.m. to 1 p.m. for a book sale to raise funds for the Library.

d) Beach Concession Bid:  Maguire Landing – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to accept the bid of Adolph Rosini to provide beach concession services at Maguire Landing for the summer of 1999 in the amount of $1,366.

e) Authorization to deficit spend for snow removal – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to authorize deficit spending for snow removal.

f) Appointment of Inspector of Animals – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to nominate Lorial Russell as Inspector of Animals through March 31, 2000.

g) Surplus property auction bids – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept the high bids of Robert S. Wells, for the 1953 Dodge power wagon in the amount of $225; the bid of Gregg’s Auto Body for the 1958 Class A pumper truck in the amount of $2,079; the bid of J. Bruce MacGregor for the 1977 Ford brush chipper in the amount of $855; the bid of J. Bruce MacGregor for the 1962 TD24 International Bulldozer in the amount of $300 and the bid of J. Bruce MacGregor for the 1985 12hp Gravely with snow blower attachment in the amount of $455.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to reject the $225 bid of Robert S. Wells for the 23 foot Oregon Dory. 

h) Request for 111-F status for a Police Officer –  on a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to grant the request for 111-F status for Sergeant Arthur Parker from January 15th through January 30, 1999.

i) Bid for demolition of Commercial Street Fire Station – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept the bid of Wayne & Co., Inc. of Hingham, MA in the amount of $18,305.

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Summer of 1999); Set Date to Meeting with Shellfish Constable and Assistant Shellfish Constable; Set Date to Discuss Recommendation of the Shellfish Advisory Committee and Shellfish Constable; Set Date for Meeting with the Building Committee, Police Chief and Fire Chief and the Report from the Public Access Committee regarding recommended signage at certain Town landings.

Correspondence continued:

j) Building Needs Committee’s recommendation for renewal of 24 inch shingles, copper flashing and Tyvec weatherization on school wall – discussion continued to the Board’s March 13th meeting.

k) Draft letter submitted by Selectman White to Governor Cellucci noting the importance of Chapter 90 monies – the Town Administrator will draft the letter.

l) Letter from MacGregor B. Hay regarding removal of all trucks, boats, and equipment from leased property near his store as stipulated in lease agreement – there was consensus to request a report from the Harbormaster and to determine whether any boats stored belong to the lessee Wellfleet Marine or someone else.

m) Cape Cod Commission’s request for a $1,000 contribution for the Lower Cape Wireless Working Group – there was consensus to wait until this matter is discussed by the Planning Board.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:04 p.m.
