June 1, 1999

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Dale Donovan and Peter Hall.  Selectman Lawrence Gallagher was absent.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Open Session:

· Gerard Lofgren addressed the Board regarding unsafe vehicle parking at yard sales.  Chief Rosenthal will follow-up.

· Roger Putnam addressed the Board stating that he had not been recognized during the 5/17/99 public hearing regarding amendment of Section 10 Licensed Areas of the Shellfish Policies and Regulations and noted his questions and concerns regarding the new regulation. 

· Ron Buck addressed the Board and submitted a petition containing 400 signatures requesting that the date of the 4th of July parade be changed from July 5th to July 4th.

· Bob Costa adddressed the Board regarding the parade date and the minutes of the Board’s May 17, 1999 meeting requesting that they be amended regarding his comments about not being recognized for comment during the shellfish public hearing regarding amendment of Section 10 Licensed Areas of the Shellfish Policies and Regulations.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by White, to change the date of the 4th of July parade from July 5th to July 4th at 2:00 p.m. the Board voted 2-2, with Grossman and Donovan voting against.

· Charles Amsler addressed the Board regarding comments made by a Library Trustee to Mr. Amsler concerning a property under contract for sale.  The Town Administrator noted that this matter will be discussed by the Trustees at their next meeting.

· Liz Stansel addressed the Board regarding potential liability to the Town regarding the comments made to Mr. Amsler’s client.

· Anne Freyss addressed the Board regarding the Town Meeting vote on the Whitman property parcels.

· Donna Pickard commented on Ms. Freyss’ concerns.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to amend the minutes of May 17, 1999 per Bob Costa’s request.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of May 17, 1999 as amended.

The Board interviewed Helen Miranda Wilson for appointment to the Planning Board, Thomas Flynn for appointment to the Conservation Commission and Cynthia Hope and Robert P. Pearson for appointment to the Open Space Committee.  The appointments were taken under advisement.

The Board discussed the letter from the Assistant Harbormaster regarding problems with washouts at the Harbor parking lot by the rip rap.  On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously that an RFP be drafted by the Harbormaster, with assistance from the Town Administrator and Marina Advisory Committee, and that it be submitted at a Board meeting before the first of July.
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The Town Administrator discussed with the Board:

a) the Town Administrator noted that the RFPs for cellular towers and legal services had been received from Town Counsel and will be issued next week.

b) Cape Cod Life Magazine – Wellfleet Harbor was recently named the best Marina on the Outer Cape.

c) Planning – the Planning Board’s consideration of site plan review for commercial development was discussed.

d) Personnel Board – the Town Administrator will further discuss Town Counsel’s May 27th opinion regarding the apparent conflict between the Personnel Bylaw and Charter regarding the structure, organization and powers of the Personnel Board.

e) Baker’s Field Playground – the Recreation Director’s recommendation to spend $1,761 of the $7,532 available to upgrade playground equipment now, and to wait until  fall when grant funds should be available to make more substantial improvements was discussed.  On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to deny the Recreation Director’s plan as presented.

f) Summer Employees – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 3-1, with White voting against, to authorize the Beach Administrator to pay $10.00 per hour for jobs at the beach sticker house.

g) Use of Town Vehicle – the Town Administrator recommended that the Assistant DPW Director be allowed to take a Town vehicle home during winter months only.  On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, to deny this recommendation the Board voted 2-2 with Grossman and Hall voting against.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, that the Board adopt a policy that an employee can take a vehicle home if an emergency is forecast and only then, the Board voted 2-2 with White and Donovan voting against.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously that the DPW Director be invited to meet with the Board to discuss this matter further and to provide a rationale as to why a Town vehicle should be taken home.

h) Shellfish propagation grant – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to not go forward with Aquacultural Research Corp.’s feasibility study and to ask the Shellfish Constable to come up with other ideas to use the grant money within his department.

i) Parking space rental at pier – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to forward this matter to the Marina Advisory Committee for comment, discussion and recommendation.

j) Cape Cod bike-to-work week – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 3-1, with Hall voting against, to participate.

k) Resolution re:  Chapter 90 Highway Funds – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to sign and send the resolution to Governor Cellucci.

l) FY’99 Audit – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to retain the services of Powers and Sullivan as Town auditors.

m) Appointments – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the list of employees submitted by the Beach Administrator.

n) Fireworks Bid – the Town Administrator noted that one bid had been received from Atlas PyroVision Productions in the amount of $10,975.
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Correspondence:

1) National Park Service MOU regarding cooperative law enforcement and emergency services assistance – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve and sign the MOU.

2) Memo from Council on Aging Director on building needs – there was consensus to schedule this matter for discussion on a future Board agenda.

3) Memo from the Town Clerk regarding the Boston Post Cane – there was consensus to schedule this matter on the next Board agenda.

4) Shellfish Constable’s request to use part of the $38,000 cultch funding approved at Town Meeting for the Shellfish Department barge – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request.  The Shellfish Constable estimated he would use approximately $10,000.

5) Letter from Lezli Rowell regarding Baker’s Field playground – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to forward a copy of this letter to Alice Boyd.

6) Wellfleet Chamber of Commerce on gift of bench in memory of Cynthia Paine – it was noted that gifts to the Town need to be accepted by Town Meeting.

7) Letter from attorney for Glen Morrow of 270 Ocean View Drive requesting to meet with the Board – the Town Administrator will forward this information to Town Counsel.

The Board discussed:

a) Firing range – it was noted that the range is in a Wellhead Protection District.  On  a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Police Chief’s recommendations governing the fire range and to refer Board concerns for potential damage to groundwater to County Health Agent George Heufelder.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 3-1, with White voting against, to request that the Conservation Commission have a determination made if there is a vernal pool at the firing range site.

b) Request of the Bookstore Restaurant to locate a well on Town land – a motion by White to deny this request was not seconded.  On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-1, with Donovan voting against, to table this matter.

c) Business licenses – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Scallywags; Kevin J. Coakley; Small Boat Service; Wellfleet Collection II; Secret Garden; Wellfleet Actors’ Harbor Theatre; Black Duck Sports; South Wellfleet General Store; Yak Arts; Hyannis Ice Cream (2) and Duffy Dog.

d) Use of Town property:

1) Wellfleet Gardeners – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of Wellfleet Gardeners to use the parking lot above the Library on June 16 from 8 a.m. to 12 noon for a plant and birdhouse sale.

2) Conservation Commission – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of the Conservation Commission to use the area next to the Harbormaster’s building on the pier from July 26 through July 30 to park a coastal explorer educational vehicle.

e) Minutes of pole hearing of 5/24/99 – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the joint petition #99-29 of New England Telephone and Telegraph Company and Commonwealth Electric Company for a jointly owned pole located on Gross Hill Road.
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f) Recommendation for appointment of Special Police Officers – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Christopher Saucier and Derek Halkett as special police officers.

g) Board of Selectmen reappointments – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to table this matter and that the Town Administrator determine who of those seeking reappointment are serving on other committees.

h) Town Hall parking lot plan – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to ask the Planning Board to discuss the proposed Town Hall parking lot plan and to come back with a recommendation to the Board of Selectmen.

i) Harbor dredge meeting with the State – the Town Administrator will set up a meeting for the week of June 28th.

j) Proposed letter to Cape Cod National Seashore re:  Herring River – after discussion Selectman White withdrew his request to send the letter.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously at 10:25 p.m. to recess for five minutes.  The meeting reconvened at 10:36 p.m.

The Board met with Alfred Pickard and Donna Pickard, and discussed the Town-owned property leased by Wellfleet Marine. Discussion included possible lease violations vis-a-vis the parameters of the leased area and Wellfleet Marine’s request to install a stockade fence between the town-owned property they lease and the property of the Harbor Grill/Mac’s Seafood.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to allow Wellfleet Marine to install a fence.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 11:11 p.m. on a roll call vote (Hall, Grossman, White, Donovan – yea) to enter executive session to discuss litigation and not to reconvene in open session.
