Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 2:04 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Dale Donovan, Lawrence Gallagher and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Shellfish Constable Richard Dickey met with the Board and indicated that, at this time, he was unable to recommend a candidate to be hired as a temporary employee.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by White, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to authorize the Shellfish Constable to hire a laborer for the rest of this month to be paid $10.00 per hour.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to approve the business licenses of Flourpower Bakery, Wellfleet Crafts and Wellfleet Collection II.  It was requested that these businesses be asked to file their business license applications in a more timely fashion in the future.

Donna Pickard addressed the Board regarding the letter to all renters of boat slips and moorings concerning prohibition of subleasing slips and moorings objecting to the second paragraph.  On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously that this letter be held and corrected to delete the offending passage.

On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 2:16 p.m.
