July 26, 1999

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Dale Donovan, Lawrence Gallagher and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Selectman Gallagher announced the August 1st National Seashore Taxpayers’ Association annual meeting and urged Board members to attend.

Open Session:

· Fran DeVasto read a statement (signed by over 150 citizens) to the Board in support of Becky Rosenberg and the job she is doing as Recreation Director.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of July 12, 1999 as submitted.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-0-1, with White abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of July 19, 1999 as submitted.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of July 21, 1999 as submitted.

The Town Administrator discussed with the Board:

a) Drinking Water Issues – the application to the State requesting that the Library’s well be grandfathered was discussed.

b) Senior Center Building – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to authorize Jacqui Wildes to pursue options with Cape Cod Child Development with the understanding that she will make no commitments.

c) Whitman Property – on a motion by Hall, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the hiring of a botanist for $500.

d) Teamsters Agreement – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to authorize the Town Administrator to hire a consultant to fulfill the clause in the contract regarding re-evaluation of positions as agreed to with the Teamsters Union.  

e) Appointments – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointments of Kristen Toomey and Craig Butilier as Gull Pond swimming instructors.

f) Marina South Bulkhead – a motion by Gallagher to bid the wooden bulkhead in both yellow pine and greenheart was withdrawn pending review of the plans in August.

g) County Charter Review Committee – on a motion by Hall, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve of the appointment of Truro Selectman Sally Sears-Mack.
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h) Public Access – Beach Administrator Suzanne Thomas reviewed her list of concerns regarding the draft agreement for improvements to Gull Pond noting her concern with overuse of the pond.

The Board held a show cause hearing regarding non-compliance of Wellfleet Marine Corp. with an order from the Board of Selectmen for removal of a fence installed by Wellfleet Marine Corp. between the Town-owned leased property and the property of the Harbor Grill/Mac’s Seafood.  Selectman White read the public notice.  Donna Pickard was in attendance to represent Wellfleet Marine Corp. and noted receipt of a June 30th notice from the Assistant Harbormaster directing Wellfleet Marine Corp. to remove the fence.  Ms. Pickard indicated that the notice did not include a reason for removal of the fence, a timeframe for removal and responsibility for payment for the fence, its installation and removal and noted that she had not received notice from the Fire Chief.  Fire Chief Hight was in attendance and disclosed that he owns 4% of Bay Sails Marine, Inc., a competitior of Wellfleet Marine Corp.  He indicated that the fence continues to be a safety concern for the Fire Department in that it impedes emergency access.  The Board requested that the Fire Chief enforce the law as he sees it.  Town Counsel, Michael Ford, was in attendance, indicated that the Board’s position was appropriate in that the Fire Chief enforces any violation of the fire code under the provisions of CMR and explained that the Fire Chief’s decision could be contested in a court of competent jurisdiction. On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to close the hearing.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recess the meeting for five minutes.

The meeting was called back to order at 8:21 p.m. by Chairman Grossman.

The Board interviewed David Norlach of Norlach Training and Consulting, Inc. to provide professional training services.  Selectman Donovan recused himself noting a former association with one of the applicants.  Mr. Norlach discussed his proposal and noted his association  with the Towns of Yarmouth and Falmouth.  Selectman Donovan rejoined the Board.

The Board discussed the request of the F.O.O.R. Group to waive the insurance requirement associated with the contract with the Town for funding.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to waive the requirement that they have their own insurance in this case.

The Board interviewed Robert Pearson and Beeby Pearson to provide professional training services.  Selectman Donovan recused himself.  Discussions included their background and experience and proposal to the Town.  There was consensus to discuss this matter at next Monday’s Board meeting.  It was requested that the Town Administrator provide copies of the proposals for professional training services to department heads.  Selectman Donovan rejoined the Board.
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The Board discussed:

1) Application of Robert C. Ferris for water service from the Wellfleet Harbor Area Municipal Water System – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 3-2, with Grossman and White voting against, to deny this application.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to request that a hydrologist from the Cape Cod Commission do a study of this water system.

2) Use of Town property:

a) Foote family reunion – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve this request to use Indian Neck Beach by the jetty on Tuesday, August 3rd from 4 to 10 p.m. for a catered clambake and family reunion on the condition that an additional portable toilet be provided for the event by the applicant.

b) Fairway Restaurant – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to approve this request to use Cahoon Hollow Beach on August 7th from 7 to 9 p.m. to cater pizza and appetizers to approximately 36 people at the beach on the condition that the trash is dealt with by the caterer.

c) Polestar Productions/Rover – Grossman moved and Donovan seconded a motion that the application to use the beach off of Nauset and Samoset Beach/beach at the end of Lecount Hollow Road on August 2 to 5, depending on the weather, be approved with a fee of $5,000 per day and on the condition of receipt of a certificate of insurance in the amount of $1,000,000 with the Town listed as an additional insured.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by White the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to amend the motion by adding that no more than two vehicles may be parked in the lot at any one time.  The Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, on the original motion.

d) E-Z-Doze-It – Selectman White recused himself noting a potential conflict of interest.  It was noted that the application did not include dates or times for use of the Town Hall driveway to the right of Hatch’s Fish Market.  It was requested that the application be completed and brought back to the Board.

3) Business Licenses – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Erin-H (charter boat); Erin-H (booth); Jac’s Mate; Snooper Sport Fishing and Fish On.  It was noted that these applicants have complied with the Town’s insurance requirement.

4) Authorization for Chairman to Sign Memorandum of Agreement with Cape Cod National Seashore and the Cape Cod Commission re:  Siting of Wireless Facilities on the Lower Cape – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-2, with Gallagher and White voting against, to authorize the Chairman to sign the agreement as presented.

5) Fire Department Appointments – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Larasa McMakin and Suzanne Blake as call Firefighter/EMTs.

6) Town Administrator Evaluation – Selectman Donovan distributed a memo suggesting that a statement be drafted describing concerns addressed by Board members in their reviews of the Town Administrator and proposed that Board members list concerns and priorities in four categories:  backlog of duties that need to be dealt with in the next six months; Selectmen’s priorities for the next six months; Selectmen’s policies to be addressed in the next six months; and increased knowledge about Wellfleet, Town Charter and Bylaws and Massachusetts General Law.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted
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     4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to develop a statement for the Town Administrator, public

     and Board of Selectmen, identifying these areas as outlined in Selectman Donovan’s memo.

     There was consensus that Board members come back with each element filled in at the next

     regular Board meeting on August 9th.

7) July 20th memo from the Planning Board recommending two amendments to the Zoning Bylaw (Sections 2.1, 5.3.2, 5.4, 5.4.3, 5.4.4) – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to refer the Zoning Bylaw amendments promulgated by the Planning Board to the Planning Board for public hearing.

On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 4-1 at 9:41 p.m. on a roll call vote (Hall, Gallagher, Grossman, Donovan – yea; White – no) to enter executive session to discuss contract negotiations and not to reconvene in open session.  It was noted that discussion would include the Police Chief’s contract and the agreement with the Wellfleet Employees’ Association.
