Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Dale Donovan, Lawrence Gallagher and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

The Board interviewed Kenneth Kimball for appointment to the Personnel Board.

The Board interviewed Kevin Scalley for appointment to the Recreation Committee.

The Board interviewed Rich Bartke for appointment to the Shellfish Advisory Committee.  Mr. Bartke indicated that he was interested in an alternate position.

The Board interviewed Jim O’Connell for appointment to the Shellfish Advisory Committee.

The Board interviewed Jon Nordahl for appointment to the Shellfish Advisory Committee.

The Board interviewed Ben Gitlow for appointment to the Local Comprehensive Plan Coordinating Committee.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 4-1, with White voting against, to appoint Helen Miranda Wilson to the Zoning Board of Appeals as an alternate member.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Hall abstaining, to appoint David Rowell to the Zoning Board of Appeals as an alternate member.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to reappoint Judy Rogers to the Beach Study Committee for one year.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Steve Pechonis to the Council on Aging Board through 6/30/2002.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Ken Kimball to the Personnal Board.

On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Kevin Scalley to the Recreation Committee for a three year term.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Ben Gitlow to the Local Comprehensive Plan Coordinating Committee.
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The Board discussed:

a) status of the alternate positions on the Shellfish Advisory Committee in relation to the 1996 STM vote – the Town Administrator will refer this question to the Town Clerk.

b) Appointment to the Conservation Commission - a motion by Gallagher to appoint Richard Tesson to the Conservation Commission was not seconded.  It was noted that Mr. Tesson has not, as yet, been interviewed.

c) Professional trainer – Selectman Donovan recused himself for this discussion.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to select Norlach Training and Consulting, Inc. to provide professional training services.

d) 270 Ocean View Drive – discussion included having Slade Associates prepare a layout of the area; alternative access to Mr. Morrow’s property; a license from the Town to Mr. Morrow for access to the Morrow property and assessments of the property.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Donovan, to put in a formal vista at the 270 Ocean View Drive site, the Board voted 2-3, with Grossman, Gallagher and White voting against.  It was suggested that town meeting approval may be necessary to establish such an area.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to place this matter on the agenda for the Board’s next regular meeting.

e) Cape Light Compact HEFA electric supply savings power options program – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to place this matter on the agenda for the Board’s next regular meeting.

Nancy Vivante addressed the Board regarding the amount of fill to be brought in to the Webb property noting that DEP had specified the number of fill loads in its final order of conditions.  It was noted that E-Z-Doze-It’s request to use Town property for access to clear a roadway on private property and to haul sand to build a driveway for the Webb property would be reconsidered by the Board at its next regular meeting.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:19 p.m.
