Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Dale Donovan, Lawrence Gallagher and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Chairman Grossman thanked Mr. James White and Mrs. Elaine White for their contribution of an American flag donated in memory of Charles R. Schuster, Jr.

The Board interviewed Leonard Kopelman and Elizabeth Lane of the law firm Kopelman and Paige, P.C. for provision of Town Counsel services.  Discussion included the firm’s history with the Town, experience and fees.

The Board interviewed Kim Salant, Kathy Palmer and Paul DeRensis of Deutsch Williams Brooks DeRensis Holland and Drachman, P.C. for provision of Town Counsel services.  Discussion included the firm’s experience and fee structure.  It was noted that the proposed $44,000 retainer would cover all general municipal needs of the Town with the exception of litigation, real estate and Labor counsel.

The meeting recessed at 7:57 p.m.  The meeting was called back to order at 8:09 p.m.

The Board interviewed Michael Ford of Stinson and Ford for provision of Town Counsel services.  Discussion included Mr. Ford’s history with the Town as Town Counsel and his suggestions for improvements in communication, and training of department heads and board/committee/commission members.

The Board discussed:

1) Use of Town Property – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 3-2, with White and Gallagher voting against, to approve the request of Todd LeBart of Shanem, Inc. d/b/a Beachcomber to use a portion of the Cahoon Hollow Beach parking lot for parking, crowd control and public safety during a special concert and to leave it up to the Police Department and Beachcomber staff to work out the details.

2) Civil Defense Meeting – there was consensus to schedule the meeting on Wednesday, September 8th at 2:00 p.m.

3) Cape Light Compact’s request for a letter to the Attorney General in support of his appeal of the recent Department of Telecommunications and Energy approval of the Commonwealth Energy/Boston Edison rate plan – on a motion by Hall, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve and send the letter to the Attorney General.

4) Appointment of Deputy Shellfish Constable – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Scott Santos as a Deputy Shellfish Constable.

5) Proposed Burton Baker Beach and Lt. Island Shellfish Grant areas – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to hold hearings two weeks from tonight.
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6) Appointment of Building Inspector – the Town Administrator indicated that he is appointing Richard Asmann, who is certified as a licensed building commissioner, as Building Inspector at an annual salary of $43,000 for a 40 hour work week.  It was suggested that the Town Administrator go to the Finance Committee for the additional funds needed for this salary.  It was requested that Board members be provided with copies of the resumes of Mr. Asmann and the other applicants.

7) Appointment to Personnel Board – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 3-1-1, with Gallagher voting against and White abstaining, to appoint Lisa Benson to the Personnel Board.

8) Appointment to the Housing Authority – a motion by Gallagher to appoint Marjorie Sanson to the Housing Authority was not seconded.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 9:02 p.m. on a roll call vote (Hall, Gallagher, Grossman, White, Donovan – yea) to enter executive session to discuss contract negotiations and not to reconvene in open session.
