September 20, 1999

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Dale Donovan, Lawrence Gallagher and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Open Session:

· Darlene Frazier addressed the Board regarding membership, activities and fund raising efforts of the Skateboard Park Committee.

· Donna Pickard addressed the Board regarding the status of funding for the skateboard park.

· Jerry Houk addressed the Board regarding the appointment of Lisa Benson to the Personnel Board and the proposed increase in the salary for the Building Inspector position.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of September 7, 1999 as submitted.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of September 13, 1999 as presented.

The Town Administrator discussed with the Board:

a) Harbor dredging – the status of funding was discussed.

b) Whitman property – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to forward a copy of Donald Schall’s report to the Division of Waterways.

c) Skateboard Park bids – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to obey the law and apply to the ZBA for a flood hazard district exemption.

d) Town Administrator’s Appointment of Victor Staley as Interim Building Inspector – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Donovan, to appoint Victor Staley as Interim Building Inspector the Board voted 2-2-1, with Gallagher and White voting against, and Grossman abstaining.

e) Board of Health’s request for endorsement of its plan to solicit funds for “Waterfest” – a motion by Donovan to reject this request was not seconded.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, to approve this request since it is an educational event and therefore good for the community, the Board voted 1-4, with Grossman, White, Donovan, and Hall voting against.  Donovan moved and White seconded a motion to deny the request of the Board of Health to solicit businesses for any purposes for its “Waterfest”.  A motion duly made and seconded to amend the motion by adding: and to return any donations already received, was approved by the mover and seconder of the original motion.  The Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, on the amendment.  The Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against on the original motion.

The Board held a public hearing on the issue of allocating the local property tax levy among the five classes for fiscal year 2000.  Selectman White read the public notice.  Assessor Ray Squire was in attendance and outlined the options involving the “shifting of the tax burden” and noted the Board of Assessors’ recommendation of retaining the unified or one tax rate for all the classes of property in Wellfleet.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to levy one tax rate for all classes of property.  Assessor Squire requested that the Board sign the “LA-5” form to facilitate the setting of the tax rate.  The Board signed the form.
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The Board held a public hearing to consider the application of Chequessett Yacht and Country Club of 680 Chequessett Neck Road for a license to store gasoline and diesel fuel in an approved tank at their maintenance building.  Selectman White read the public notice.  Fire Chief Hight explained that a license is necessary to store gasoline in a quantity exceeding 165 gallons but that storage of diesel fuel is permitted via the Fire Department. On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the license.

The Board held a public hearing to consider the application of Peter Rennert for renewal of shellfish grant license #95-23.  Selectman White read the public notice.  The Shellfish Constable noted that Mr. Rennert has made this grant more productive and recommended a five year extension.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

The Town Administrator continued discussion with the Board:

f) Police/Fire Station – it was noted that the tight tank is being tested and that East Coast Engineering would be pumping out the tank.

g) Next Board Meeting – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted 3-2, with Grossman and Donovan voting against, not to meet on September 27th.

Correspondence:

1) Information from the Department of Housing regarding the Soft Second Loan Program – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to send this information to the Housing Authority.

2) Margo KochRuthe’s resignation from the Planning Board – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to accept this resignation and to send a letter of thanks for her service on the Board.

3) Gordon Dutra’s copy of the summary of the Camp, Dresser & McKee Report on public water supply – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to send Mr. Dutra a note of thanks to be drafted by the Clerk of the Board.

A motion by Gallagher to return the Assistant to the Town Accountant to the Accounting Department Clerk position was not seconded and the motion was withdrawn.

The Board discussed:

a) Mileage Rate for FY 2001 – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted 3-2, with Donovan and Hall voting against, to retain the $.25 per mile rate.

b) Request to Bore under a Public Way – Farrell Electric, Inc. (Gross Hill Road) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request.

c) Sexual Harassment and Harassment Policy – to next agenda.

The Board discussed the draft Special Town Meeting warrant dated 9/17/99:

· Article 1 (transfers) – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to add a transfer in Article 1 for the Shellfish Department of $6,000 from the Shellfish Fund to Salaries & Wages.  On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to recommend this article.

· Article 2 (prior year bills) – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 3 (wage adjustments) – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to add the Police Chief’s contract settlement to Article 3.  On a motion by 
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· Gallagher, seconded by White, to include a dollar amount for the Fire Union contract in this article, the Board voted 2-3, with Grossman, Donovan and Hall voting against.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to add the Fire Union contract figure to this article.

· Article 4 (surplus property) – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 5 (Zoning Bylaw – home occupations) – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 6 (Zoning Bylaw – C2) – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 7 (Whitman property) – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously recommend this article.

· Article 8 (Zoning Bylaw – non-criminal fine structure) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 9 (Central District water) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, to include the wording “a sum of money” in place of a dollar amount.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Donovan abstaining, to recommend this article.

· Article 10 (Housing Authority) – a motion by Gallagher to recommend this article was not seconded.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, not to recommend this article.

· Article 11 (Enterprise Fund) – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 12 (cultch funds) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 13 (Historic Preservation Bylaw) – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 14 (Land Bank – Frank) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, not to recommend this article, the Board voted 2-3, with Grossman, Donovan and Hall voting against.  The Town Administrator was asked to ascertain from the Department of Revenue whether Land Bank funds can be used for borrowing costs.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to reserve its recommendation to Town Meeting on all three Land Bank articles (articles 14, 15 and 16).

· Article 17 (Geiger property borrowing authorization) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 18 (Shellfish Advisory Committee membership) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 19 (Community/Senior Center design funds) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 20 (change purpose of appropriation for termite control at Police/Fire Station to design renovations and  building addition) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 21 (Recreation Department Activities Director) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, not to recommend this article, the Board voted 2-3, with Grossman, Donovan and Hall voting against.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to recommend this article.

· Article 22 (Chapter 90) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.
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· Article 23 (land adjacent to DPW land on Pole Dike Road) – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 24 (special education program funds) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 25 (Amend General Bylaw Article VII, Section 7 re:  skateboarding, etc.) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 26 (upgrade gasoline piping and electrical systems at Marina) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 27 (Building Inspector salary) – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to recommend this article.

· Article 28 (petition article) – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to make no recommendation on this article and to strike the Board of Selectmen’s designation for recommendation from the warrant.

· Article 29 (standard last article) – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Ordering of articles – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to order the articles per the recommendation distributed by Selectman White this evening.

The meeting recessed at 9:19 p.m.  The meeting was called back to order at 9:34 p.m.

· Brooks settlement article - on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously that the Brooks settlement language drafted by Town Counsel be inserted in the STM warrant as Article 5 and to recommend the article.

· Article 8 (Zoning Bylaw – non-criminal fine structure) – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to insert the language drafted by Town Counsel.

· Community/Senior Center questionnaire – there was consensus that a handout be available at Special Town Meeting.

On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously at 9:46 p.m. on a roll call vote (Gallagher, Grossman, White, Donovan, Hall - yea) to enter executive session for the purpose of discussing contract negotiations and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 11:12 p.m.

· Article 3 (wage adjustments) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article as amended with the addition of individual sums for the Police and Wellfleet Employees Association.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 11:15 p.m.
