January 27, 2000

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 11:04 a.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Dale Donovan and Lawrence Gallagher.  Selectman Peter Hall was absent.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

The Board met with Dog Officer Lorial Russell to discuss her FY 2001 operating budget requests.  It was requested that Ms. Russell provide information regarding total number of hours worked to the Board.

The Board voted on the following FY 2001 operating budget requests as follows:

· #114 Moderator – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $415.

· #467 Recycling Commission – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $110.

· #753 Short Term Loan Interest – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $6,000.

· #756 Interest on Real Estate Tax Refunds – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $250.

· #910 Veterans Retirement – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to set this budget at $0.

· #911 County Retirement – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $334,933.

· #913 Unemployment Compensation – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $29,000.

· #914 Group Insurance Health – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $330,300.

· #915 Group Insurance Life – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $6,160.

· #916 Medicare Town Share – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $41,858.

· #944 Insurance Reserve – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $3,000.

· #945 Liability/Property/Comp Insurance – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $115,100.

· #946 Surety Bonds – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $1,050.

· #121 Audit – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $20,000.

· #122 Board of Selectmen – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $9,100 with $1,000 for seminars and training, $400 for travel and $1,200 for unclassified items.
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The Board met with Recreation Director Rebecca Rosenberg who outlined several changes to the Baker’s Field playground plan including moving the building ramp to allow access to the tight tanks for septic pumping, moving the safety gate for the skateboard park and rerouting of several pathways.

The Board continued budget matters as follows:

· #123 Town Administrator – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $65,100 with $63,000 in salaries and wages.  It was suggested that the Board perform the Town Administrator’s evaluation after the special town meeting and use the same form as in previous evaluations.

· #124 General Administration – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $130,870.  There was consensus to level fund salary and wage lines for Wellfleet Employee Association members and the confidential employee because an agreement with the WEA has not been completed.

· #131 Finance Committee – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $1,200.

· #132 Reserve Fund – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $90,000.

· #135 Accountant – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the contract services line in the amount of $2,000.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the expense subtotal in the amount of $6,200.

· #141 Assessor – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the expense subtotal of $12,325.

· #145 Town Clerk/Treasurer – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the expense subtotal of $13,245.

· #146 Town Collector – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the expense subtotal of $6,790.  On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve a salary subtotal of $40,533.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recess for lunch from 12:29 p.m. to 1:00 p.m.  The meeting was called back to order at 1:05 p.m.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the amount of $75,838 for the Quinn Education Incentive line.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the expense subtotal of $84,914.

· #215 Communications – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the salary subtotal of $217,340.  On a motion by Gallagher, 
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seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the expense subtotal in the amount of $226,681.

· #220 Fire – a motion by Gallagher to approve the overtime amount of $58,000 was not seconded.   On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 3-1, with Donovan voting against, to approve the overtime amount of $57,894.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 3-1, with White voting against, to approve the fire/rescue line item in the amount of $62,000, the ambulance line item in the amount of $36,652 and the day/weekend man line item in the amount of $25,316.  On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 3-1, with Gallagher voting against, to approve the R & M services line item in the amount of $5,500.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 3-1, with White voting against, to approve the postage line item in the amount of $600 and the printing line item in the amount of $500.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the line item for food supplies in the amount of $150.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the office supplies line item in the amount of $1,500.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the other supplies line item in the amount of $2,700.  On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the training supplies line item in the amount of $1,000.

· #241 Building Department – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 3-1, with Donovan voting against, to approve the expense subtotal in the amount of $3,250 with the seminars & training line item at $400 and the other supplies line item at $200.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 3-1, with White voting against, to use the Town Administrator’s figures for salaries and wages part-time (inspectors) in the amount of $11,807 each.

· #292 Dog Officer – on a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 3-1, with White voting against, to approve the expense subtotal in the amount of $2,980.  A motion by White, seconded by Donovan, to approve $3,328 for salaries and wages part-time for a back-up dog officer, was withdrawn with the approval of the seconder.  The Town Administrator suggested that the Police Department handle the back-up for this department.

· #293 Traffic/Parking Control – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $3,870.

· #294 DPW Forestry – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $1,000.

· #433 DPW Trash Hauling/Tipping – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $146,760.

· #442 DPW Coles Neck Water Supply – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve this budget in the amount of $7,950.

On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 3-1, with Gallagher voting against, to approve this budget in the amount of $700.

· #510 Board of Health – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to delete the education and informational services line item in the amount of $1,000 and to approve the expense subtotal of $16,000.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to add $1,000 to #122 Selectmen budget unclassified items line item for educational and informational services.

· #520 Human Services – a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, to approve this budget at the FY 2000 level of $32,000 was withdrawn with the approval of the seconder.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by White, to strike from the FY 2001 budget funding for Head Start, Teen Juice Bar, Helping Our Women and Lower/Outer Cape Coalition and to approve a total budget of $29,600, the Board voted 2-2, with White and Donovan voting against.  Chairman Grossman left the meeting at 3:25 p.m. and Vice-Chairman White chaired the meeting.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve a budget of $2,500 for Cape Cod Human Services.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve a budget of $1,500 for AIDS Support.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve a budget of $1,300 for Cape Cod Council on Alcoholism.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve a budget of $1,250 for Wellfleet Preschool.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted 2-1, with Gallagher voting against, to approve a budget of $5,000 for the Mustard Seed Kitchen.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve a budget of $4,000 for Meals on Wheels.  On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to 
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approve a budget of $0 for Head Start.  On a motion by White, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve a budget of $0 for the Teen Juice Bar.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve a budget of $3,600 for Legal Services of Cape Cod.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve a budget of $3,000 for Independence House.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve a budget of $500 for Helping Our Women.
