Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Roger Putnam arrived at 8:10 p.m.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Public Comment:

· Leslie Rowell read a letter to the Board (Acting as Water Commissioners), regarding the status of the septic system at Mac’s Seafood and licensing of the business.

· Barbara Echeverria addressed the Board regarding the business licensing of Mac’s Seafood noting concern with regulatory procedures and updating of the Board of Selectmen, as the licensing authority.  It was requested that the parties concerned, including the Chairs of the Board of Appeals and Board of Health and Mr. Hay, meet with the Board to discuss these issues.

· Jerry Houk addressed the Board regarding the Town’s policy on towing of vehicles from private property.  The Police Chief was asked to provide the Board with the policy.

· Selectman Hall announced the June 1st Department of Transportation and Energy meeting regarding the Cape Light Compact’s Municipal Aggregation Program.

· Cyndi Moe asked when the trash cans will be put out - the Town Administrator will forward this matter to the DPW Director.

Chairman Donovan updated the audience on the Board’s May 25th meetings with consultant and Acting Town Administrator candidate Tom Groux and the evening meeting with the Board of Health.

The Board reviewed the special town meeting warrant as follows:

a) Article 13 (“Gutsy Bender’s Restaurant” property) – the Town Administrator noted receipt of an appraisal of the property and advised that the Board may wish to discuss this matter in executive session.

b) Article 2 ($12.8 million for water system) explanation – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to change the last two sentences of the explanation as drafted by Chairman Donovan.

c) Article 9 ($75,000 for water consultant); fourth bullet – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the change as drafted.

d) Article 8 (water connection policy) – the Board of Health’s position on this article was noted.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

e) Article 16 (standard last article) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.
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The Board discussed:

1) MMA Report (reclassification of Teamster and certain Wellfleet Employee Association positions) - on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the MMA regarding grade changes as noted.

2) Set Date for presentation of Camp Dresser & McKee Water Study – there was consensus to schedule this presentation for Tuesday, June 6th at 7:00 p.m. at the Elementary School cafeteria.  Selectman Putnam arrived at 8:10 p.m.

a) payment – Selectman Putnam questioned whether the CDM report has accomplished what Town Meeting voted.

3) Sign Open Space Committee application for Geiger Funds – the Town Administrator indicated that Alan Platt, Open Space Committee Chair, has asked for the Board to vote on the $250,000 Self Help Grant application to help finance the purchase of the Geiger property.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Chair to sign the application to Fish and Wildlife Conservation Services for a Self Help Grant to help pay for the Geiger property.

4) Sign Lease for Catholic Church parking lot – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to sign the lease as presented.

5) Correspondence – reviewed.

6) Board of Health’s “My View” (regarding water system) in today’s Cape Cod Times – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously that Chairman Donovan draft a response.

7) Discuss appointment of Acting Town Administrator – Selectman Putnam outlined the proposals received from MMA, Bennett Associates and Groux Associates.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Tom Groux as Acting Town Administrator and to authorize him to perform the Town Administrator search.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Administrative Assistant to sign purchase orders up to $5,000, to maintain policy regarding access to Town Counsel and to sign personnel forms necessary for day to day business.  The Procedure to Handing Inavailability of Town Administrator was discussed and it was suggested that a protocol be established to address handling of emergency situations arising on weekends.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously at 9:12 p.m. on a roll call vote (Grossman, Putnam, Donovan, Hall, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to consider the purchase of real property and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 9:49 p.m.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to withdraw Article 13 (“Gutsy Bender’s” property) and the related ballot question from the special town meeting warrant.

The Board discussed call firefighter recruitment.  Selectman Grossman was asked to suggest a process for addressing the problem.
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On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointments of Joseph Klonowski as Assistant Harbormaster/Night Watchman first shift; Charles Cohen as Assistant Harbormaster/Night Watchman first shift; Deborah Witmer as Assistant Harbormaster/Night Watchman third shift and Tom Landon as Assistant Harbormaster/Night Watchman third shift.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 10:02 p.m.
