July 10, 2000

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.

The Board held a public hearing to consider the recommendations of the Acting Shellfish Constable and the Shellfish Advisory Committee to amend the Shellfish Policies and Regulations and all sections of the Temporary Regulations.  Acting Shellfish Constable Jim McGrath and Shellfish Advisory Committee Chair Chris Merl were in attendance.  Selectman Parlante disclosed that he holds a shellfish grant license, a commercial shellfish permit and owns upland property.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit and marshfront property.  Selectman Hall disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit and marshfront property.  Chairman Donovan outlined procedure for the hearing.  The Temporary Shellfish Regulations, both current and proposed, were reviewed section by section as well as proposed changes to the Shellfish Policies and Regulations.  Chairman Donovan outlined the outstanding issues:  1) definition of handpicking; 2) definition of raking; 3) buffer zone for grant areas; 4) wording and placement of “hydraulic harvesting” section; and 5) last sentence of section 5.1.12 (death of a licensee).  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to continue this hearing to July 24th at 7:00 p.m.  Mr. Merl noted that he will let Board members know of the date for the next Shellfish Advisory Committee meeting and requested that a Board member(s) attend the meeting.

The Board interviewed Adele Anderson for appointment to the Council on Aging Board.  Chairman Donovan read a letter of support for the appointment of Ms. Anderson submitted by Council on Aging Director Jacqui Wildes.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Adele Anderson to the Council on Aging Board.

The Board interviewed Elaine La Chapelle and Edwin Reynolds, individually, for appointment to the Conservation Commission.  Joan Platt, Commission Chair, addressed the Board and read a letter regarding the non-reappointment of Dorothy Dolan to the Commission, supporting Ms. Dolan, and requesting that the Board reconsider her for reappointment.  Cindy Moe, Commission member, also spoke in support of reappointment of Ms. Dolan.  Chairman Donovan requested that Ms. Dolan submit an application.

The Board interviewed Lezli Rowell for appointment to the Natural Resources Advisory Board.  On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Lezli Rowell to the NRAB.

The Board interviewed Helen Miranda Wilson for appointment to the Planning Board.

The Board discussed the report of trespass in the tree in front of Town Hall.  Police Chief Rosenthal explained that young people are climbing into the tree in front of Town Hall and requested that the Board determine that being up in the tree in question is a trespass.  Safety and
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liability concerns were discussed.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, that the Board of Selectmen inform the Police Chief that the Board considers climbing the tree in front of Town Hall as trespassing on Town property, the Board voted 1-4, with Donovan, Grossman, Putnam and Parlante voting against.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the hiring of the following Beach Department seasonal employees:  Beach sticker sales person – Diane Chudomel; Beach Guard – Fran DeVasto.

The Board discussed the draft letters to Sharon Lindsay and Candace Perry suggesting the formation of a “Friends of the Town Tree” organization.  Chairman Donovan read the draft letters.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to send both letters as drafted.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:16 p.m.
