July 3, 2000

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Acting Town Administrator Tom Groux also attended.

Announcements:

· Chairman Donovan welcomed Acting Town Administrator Tom Groux to the meeting.

· Beach Administrator Suzanne Thomas announced that the Architectural Access Board had denied the Town’s application to install stairs at Newcomb Hollow - she will file for an adjudicatory hearing on this matter.

· Chairman Donovan announced that the Board had been invited to attend Wellfleet night at the Orleans Cardinals game on July 17th.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to move the Monday, July 17th regular Board meeting to Tuesday, July 18th.  It was suggested that the Chairman throw out the first pitch at the game.

Open Session:

· Mort Inger addressed the Board regarding the need to fill the vacancy on the Regional School Committee caused by the resignation of Roger Putnam and the status of the tight tank at Mac’s Seafood - the Acting Town Administrator will follow up with the Health Agent regarding the tight tank.

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board regarding the status of the legal action filed by Portsmouth Savings Bank against the Housing Authority and suggested that the Board invite members of the Housing Authority to meet with the Board and the public and the status of the transfer of land to the Housing Authority authorized by Article 26 of the 1993 Town Meeting.

· Gerard Lofgren addressed the Board regarding the status of the Town Administrator search.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Parlante abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of June 19, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Parlante abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of June 21, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of June 26, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of June 28, 2000 as printed.

The Board discussed:

a) Request to Use Town Property:  Cape Outback Adventures – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of Richard

Miller of Cape Outback Adventures to conduct guided kayak tours as submitted for a fee of $200.
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b) Business Licenses – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of As You Like It; Herridge Books and Gallery 220.

c) Contracts for Acting Town Administrator and Town Administrator Search services – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve both contracts with Tom Groux.  It was requested that Kopelman and Paige be notified of the Board’s approval of these contracts and that review is no longer necessary.

d) Reappointments – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to reappoint Richard Tesson to the Conservation Commission.  It was requested that applicants for boards and committees be scheduled for interviews with the Board as soon as possible as time allows.

e) Assessor Appointment – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Nancy Vail as Assessor contingent upon the successful completion of the Massachusetts Department of Revenue program and exam.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the hiring of the Assistant in the Assessors Office.

The Board held a public hearing on the application of C & K LaBrecque, Inc. d/b/a Wellfleet Texaco, Christopher J. LaBrecque, Manager, for an annual, beer and wine package store license.  Christopher and Kevin LaBreque were in attendance and noted their intent to have a small display of beer and wine in their gas station/convenience store.  A member of the audience expressed concern with deliveries and litter in the area. On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 4-1, with Hall voting against, to approve the application as submitted.

The Board met with coastal sedimentologist Britt Argow who presented her report on the Herring River.  Ms. Argow indicated that management action is needed to remediate conditions in the Herring River system and recommended monitored gradual reintroduction of salt water as the most economical, responsible and feasible option.  She also noted that there are funding sources for salt marsh restoration and associated costs from federal, state and local funding sources including the Corporate Wetlands Restoration Partnership of Massachusetts and the State Wetlands Restoration and Banking Program. 

The Board continued discussion:

f) Appointment of Assistant to Recreation Director – the Acting Town Administrator outlined the interview process and recommended that the Board confirm the appointment of Angel Robinson, Jr. noting Mr. Robinson’s background and experience.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to approve of the appointment of Angel Robinson, Jr. as Assistant to the Recreation Director.

The Board reviewed correspondence.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously at 8:30 p.m. on a roll call vote (Grossman, Putnam, Donovan, Hall, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to review and discuss litigation and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 8:58 p.m.
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The Board continued its review of correspondence.

The Board continued discussion:

g) Town Administrator Search – the Acting Town Administrator recommended that the position be re-advertised and that notification be sent to those who responded to the spring ad indicating that their application is still on file and that the Town is readvertising.  Mr. Groux noted that he will be putting together a timeline, profile of the community and a list of qualities to look for in a candidate.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to re-advertise the Town Administrator position as soon as possible.

h) Consultant for STM Article 9 (water study) – the Acting Town Administrator recommended that the Town solicit proposals from three to five firms with the expertise and staff to perform the task, noting the need to involve key Town boards and staff in the process.  The Acting Town Administrator will determine the process and deadlines for application to the next round of SRF funds.  The Acting Town Administrator was asked to forward the Article 9 bullets to three to five engineering companies.

i) Town Counsel services – discussion included concern with the increasing costs to the Town for legal services and that the proper process for accessing Town Counsel services is not being adhered to.  The Acting Town Administrator was asked to share these concerns with Town Counsel.

j) Bid for two six-wheel dump trucks – the Acting Town Administrator reviewed the bids and recommended that the bid of Manchester Mack Sales, Inc. d/b/a McDevitt Peterbilt be accepted in the net amount of $118,900.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Acting Town Administrator to proceed with this procurement.

k) Draft letters of thanks to Hanelore Vanderschmidt and Dorothy Dolan for committee service – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to send the letters submitted by the Clerk as written.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:53 p.m.
