January 29, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr. and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Howard Grossman was absent.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

Selectman Putnam announced that he and Selectman Parlante had met with Maria Burks to discuss possible land swaps to help resolve water supply concerns at the proposed new Senior Center site and at Maguire Landing.

Open Session:

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board regarding the non-functioning bubblers at Town Hall.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of January 16, 2001 as presented.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of January 22, 2001 with one correction.

The Town Administrator presented his report to the Board noting that Town representatives will be visiting the company which manufactures the proposed new roofing material for the Library. He updated the Board on his meeting with representatives of Hiawatha Road noting that he is working with the Police Chief and Acting DPW Director on signage.

The Board reviewed correspondence.

The Board discussed:

a) Committee/Board Appointments – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Richard Orell to the Council on Aging.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Geoffrey Karlson to the Board of Health.

b) Public Pay Phone Contract – the Town Administrator noted that he had reviewed proposals from the available contractors and that he intended to move forward with this process.

c) DCPC Nomination for Extended Central District – Selectman Putnam updated the Board on his progress on the nomination application.

d) Business Licenses – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Joseph Lema & Son, Inc.; Wellfleet Village Mobil; Consider the Lilies, Inc.; Boathouse Fish Market; Small Boat Service and Gone Fishing Sporting Goods.  There was consensus that the Town Administrator further review the application of Painter’s Restaurant to ensure that all Town bylaws are being adhered to.

Policy Review:

1) Sexual Harassment Policy – there was consensus that the Town Administrator rework paragraph V (Local [Wellfleet] Remedies) of page 3 to clarify the language.
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2) Drug Free Workplace Policy – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to reaffirm the “Drug Free Workplace Policy” with the original date of January 28, 1991.

3) Policy on Tapes of Selectmen’s Meetings – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to reaffirm the “Policy on Tapes of Selectmen’s Meetings” with the original date of August 5, 1991.

4) Policy on Use of Town Vehicles – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to reaffirm the “Policy on Use of Town Vehicles” with the original date of September 16, 1991.

5) Communication Policy Re:  Charter 5-3-2 (d) – Chairman Donovan read the policy.  On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to reaffirm this policy.

The Board continued discussion:

e) Waste to Energy Grant – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to authorize Town Administrator Timothy Smith as signatory for the Waste to Energy Grant Program application.

f) Special Town Meeting/Annual Town Meeting Article requests – the Town Administrator reviewed the proposed Annual Town Meeting Schedule and lists of annual articles and article requests to date.  The Town Administrator will follow up on articles for Town purchase of streetlights and for a personal watercraft bylaw.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to place the standard articles on the Special and Annual Town Meeting warrants (Special Town Meeting – transfer article; Annual Town Meeting – articles for operating budget, capital budget, Marina Enterprise Fund budget, acceptance of gifts, accept provisions of G.L. c. 41, §38 to authorize the Collector and Treasurer to use all means to collect taxes, DEP indemnification, accept provisions of G.L. c. 71, §16B to reallocate towns’ contributions to Nauset Regional School District in accordance with the Regional Agreement, wage adjustments [both unionized and non-unionized], wage adjustments for elected officials, hear reports and any other business).

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously at 8:08 p.m. on a roll call vote (Parlante, Hall, Putnam, Donovan – yea) to enter executive session to discuss possible property acquisition and not to reconvene in open session.
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
