November 26, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Assistant Town Administrator Rex Peterson also attended.

Open Session:

· Fran Devasto, representing the F.O.O.R. Group, Inc., read a letter to the Board regarding recent F.O.O.R. Group policy changes.

· Victoria Pecoraro of the Recreation Committee noted that the Committee is reviewing the information submitted by the F.O.O.R. Group.

· Cyndi Moe addressed the Board regarding mailing of tax bills – it was noted that the bills should be mailed in mid-December.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to accept the minutes of November 13, 2001 as presented.

The Assistant Town Administrator announced that a meeting with representatives of Mass. Highway to discuss Route 6 road improvements is scheduled for November 27th at 11:00 a.m. at Eastham Town Hall.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report.  Selectman Houk requested that the information from DEP regarding an aquifer land acquisition program be forwarded to the Health Agent and that the Assistant Town Administrator follow up on the letter from Police Chief Rosenthal to determine if the TRIAD Agreement to be signed on December 12th between the Fire Chief, Police Chief and COA Director needs approval from the Board of Selectmen.

Comments/Reports:

· Selectman Donovan requested that the Board revisit the direction of the second conference session suggesting that it be made more specific.  He also suggested that the second conference be scheduled at Wellfleet Elementary School.

The Board met with Town Clerk/Treasurer Dawn Rickman regarding her request that the Board vote to authorize the refunding (refinancing) of the balance of the Elementary School debt.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously that under and pursuant to Chapter 44, Section 21A, of the General Laws, and any other enabling authority, there is hereby authorized the issuance and sale of Refunding Bonds (the “Refunding Bonds”) of the Town of Wellfleet for the purpose of refunding all or a portion of the outstanding balance of the $4,500,000 School Bonds originally issued by the Town on October 5, 1991 for renovations and additions to the Wellfleet Elementary School, and in addition, costs of issuance of the Refunding Bonds and the redemption premium, if any, and interest due on the bonds being refunded by the Refunding Bonds.  Also, that the Treasurer is hereby authorized to take such action as may be
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necessary to prepare the Refunding Bond issue for sale and, subject to approval by the Board of Selectmen, to determine the details of the Refunding Bonds.

Comments/Reports continued:

· Selectman Houk noted receipt of the memo from the Shellfish Advisory Committee advising the Board that Alfred Benton had missed four consecutive Advisory Committee meetings.  It was suggested that Mr. Benton be interviewed for reappointment to the Shellfish Advisory Committee.

· Selectman Houk requested that the topic of issuance of shellfish grants be scheduled for discussion on a future Board agenda.

· Selectman Putnam announced that the next Lower Cape Selectmen’s meeting is scheduled for December 6th at 7:00 p.m. at Orleans Town Hall.

The Board held the annual classification hearing.  Assessor Nancy Vail was in attendance and presented the Board of Assessors’ recommendation that the Town retain the unified tax rate for all classes of property.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Board of Assessors and to accept a unified tax rate for FY 2002.  Ms. Vail noted that assessed values have risen 16.5% and that the anticipated tax bill increase will be approximately 10%.  It was requested that discussion of Town revenues be scheduled for an agenda when the Board meets jointly with the Finance Committee.

The Board discussed:

a) Procurement of Municipal Building Water System – the Assistant Town Administrator noted that the Town Administrator plans to use the RFQ process rather than the RFP process as previously discussed with the Board.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve issuance of a RFQ for the Municipal Building Water System project.

b) Annual Liquor License Renewals – Chairman Parlante disclosed that he is a member of a corporation which holds a liquor license.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the liquor license renewals of Wellfleet Village Center, Inc.; D & D Market; Wellfleet Spirits Shoppe, Inc.; The Lighthouse Restaurant; Finely J.P.’s, Inc.

c) Business Licenses (2001) – discussion included the status of beer and wine sales and licensing of the Texaco station.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Parlante abstaining, that the Town Administrator be instructed to inform the Police Chief that beer and wine is being sold without a license at the Texaco station and that if this proves to be the case, that the Police Department take any necessary steps.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business license of C.K. Smith & Co., Inc.  Selectman Houk requested that the matter of usage of neon signs be reviewed vis a vis the Zoning Bylaw.

The Board held a public hearing on the request of KSP Corp. d/b/a Painter’s Restaurant for extension of its seasonal all alcohol restaurant license from December 31, 2001 to January 15, 2001.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Kate Painter was in attendance and noted that 
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her request for extension should have been from December 1st rather than 31st.  On a motion by Donovan,  seconded  by  Putnam, the  Board voted  unanimously to  approve  the request of  KSP Corp. to extend its seasonal all alcohol restaurant license from December 1, 2001 to January 15, 2002.  It was requested that the Board’s policies regarding issuance of liquor and business licenses be scheduled for discussion on a future agenda.

The Board continued discussion:

d) Business Licenses – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Narrow Land Pottery; Herring River Gallery/Guests; Gallery 5; Farmhouse Antiques, Etc.; Mid Cape Home Centers (Route 6); Mid Cape Home Centers (Commercial St.); Jacob Fanning Gallery; Fish On Charters; Black Duck.

e) Set Deputy Tax Collector’s Bond – on a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to set the Deputy Tax Collector’s bond for calendar year 2002 at $6,500 per the recommendation of the Town Collector.

The Board held the following Shellfish Department public hearings consecutively.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice and noted that the application received from Nate Johnson for a shellfish grant license at Lt. Island, Loagy Bay, Egg Island or the West Side has been withdrawn by the applicant.  Chairman Parlante disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit, a shellfish grant license and owns waterfront property.  Selectman May disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit and owns waterfront property.  Shellfish Constable Bill Walton presented his recommendation that the requests of James and Nancy O’Connell for a .6 acre shellfish grant extension and renewal of shellfish grant license 2000-1 be approved.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of James and Nancy O’Connell for renewal of shellfish grant license 2000-1 for a period of five years effective April 18, 2002.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of James and Nancy O’Connell for a .6 acre extension (2000 –1A) of grant license 2000-1 effective April 18, 2002.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:07 p.m.
