February 20, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Roger L. Putnam, Jr. was absent.

The Board met with Patti Kellogg, Cape Cod and Islands Watershed Team Leader and John Lipman, Deputy Director of the Cape Cod Commission.  Mr. Lipman made a presentation to the Board on Wellfleet’s buildout map and analysis.  Ms. Kellogg made a presentation to the Board on the Community Preservation Act.

The meeting was recessed from 7:53 p.m. to 8:04 p.m.

The Board discussed:

1) Lighthouse Restaurant’s request to close for cleaning and repairs – Selectman Parlante disclosed that he owns an interest in a local restaurant with a liquor license.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to grant the Lighthouse Restaurant’s request to close from February 26th to April 5th for cleaning and repairs.

2) Special/Annual Town Meeting article requests:

a) Amend Zoning Bylaw (proposal for dimensional special permits bylaw) – it was noted that the number of lots which will be effected by this bylaw is unknown at this time and it was suggested that the number of special permits be limited.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Parlante abstaining, not to place this article on the ATM warrant unless Town Counsel indicates that the Board is required to do so by law.

b) Request to add three alternates to Marina Advisory Committee – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to place an article on the ATM warrant to amend the original Town Meeting vote establishing the Marina Advisory Committee so that the Committee is comprised of five members and two alternates.

c) Create full-time Planner position – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 3-1, with Hall voting against, to address this request and other new position article requests at the next Board meeting.

d) Proposed Bylaw amendment re:  abandoned vehicles – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant.

e) Proposed Bylaw amendment re:  E-911 numbering and fines – it was noted that Town buildings need to be numbered.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant.

f) Proposed Bylaw re:  road brushing – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Grossman, to place this article on the ATM warrant, the Board voted 1-3, with Grossman, Donovan and Hall voting against.

g) Additional firefighter/paramedic position – discuss at next week’s meeting.
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h) Transfer of lots to Housing Authority – there was consensus to forward the list of requested lots to the Open Space Committee for comment and to further discuss this matter at next week’s meeting.

i) Pratt land swap – discuss at next week’s meeting.

j) Marina position – discuss at next week’s meeting.

k) Assistant Library Director position – discuss at next week’s meeting.

l) Fire Department used combination pumper, ladder vehicle – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.

m) Acceptance of Chapter 32, Section 4 b ½ - on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant.

n) Accept perpetual care monies for lot in South Wellfleet Cemetery – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant.

o) Agreement for joint yard waste processor – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant.

p) Rescind 10/25/99 STM Article 15 re:  Chapter 90 funds and accept FY 2001 Chapter 90 monies – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place both articles on the ATM warrant.

q) Stabilization Fund – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant without a specified dollar amount at this time.

r) Adopt Community Preservation Fund – Hall moved and Parlante seconded a motion to place this article on the ATM warrant.  After discussion, there was consensus to further discuss this article at next week’s meeting.  The motion and second were each withdrawn.

s) Fireworks – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Donovan, to place this article on the ATM warrant the Board voted 2-2, with Grossman and Hall voting against.  There was consensus to discuss this article request at next week’s meeting.

t) 10% of Room Tax to Chamber of Commerce for Wellfleet booklet and informational programs – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, to place this article on the ATM warrant the Board voted 2-2, with Grossman and Hall voting against.  There was consensus to discuss this article request at next week’s meeting.

u) Authorization to amend the “Land Bank Bill” to include affordable housing – Grossman moved that this article be placed on the ATM warrant.  The motion failed for lack of a second.  There was consensus to discuss this article request at next week’s meeting.

v) Committee to study feasibility of 6th-8th grade academic program at Wellfleet Elementary School – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously not to place this article on the ATM warrant and to so notify Elaine McIlroy and suggest that she petition this article.

w) Sister City relationship with Sasso Marconi, Italy – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant.

x) Purchase streetlights – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously not to place this article on the ATM warrant.
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y) Exclusion/borrow for new Senior Center project – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Grossman abstaining, to place this article on the ATM warrant.

z) Exclusion/borrow for landfill capping – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant.

aa) Ballot questions for exclusions for the new Senior Center project and landfill capping – there was consensus to discuss this matter at next week’s Board meeting.

ab) STM Article 1 (transfers) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to place the transfers on the STM warrant as presented.

There was a general discussion of the status of the water/wastewater project.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:14 p.m.
