Library Meeting Room

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

Planning Board Chair Dennis O’Connell addressed the Board and announced that the Planning Board had voted to withdraw its application for nomination for a D.C.P.C., that a notice had been sent to the Cape Cod Commission and that full cooperation from the Commission is expected.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously that the Board of Selectmen affirm the withdrawal of the D.C.P.C. request as made by the Planning Board and that as part of this motion, to indicate the Board’s respect for and recognition of the very difficult process which the Town has gone through and that the way in which the Chairman of the Planning Board faced a series of difficult meetings with quietness and aplomb deserves commendation.

Open Session:

· Barbara Echeverria addressed the Board regarding participatory democracy.

· Donna Pickard addressed the Board regarding the status of issuing permits after the Planning Board’s vote to withdraw its application for nomination of a D.C.P.C.  It was noted that the moratorium is still in effect and that this matter will be considered by the Cape Cod Commission at its March 29th meeting.

· Eleanor Hazen addressed the Board regarding the withdrawal of the D.C.P.C.

· Brent Harold addressed the Board and suggested that the Board attempt to determine what citizens think of the D.C.P.C. issue.

· Jerry Houk suggested that the Board use a warrant article and ballot question to determine public sentiment on the D.C.P.C. issue.

· Bob Costa suggested that the Board place an article on the warrant to purchase the Catholic Church property.

· Jerry Houk suggested that the Board take the Catholic Church property by eminent domain.

· Eleanor Hazen addressed the Board regarding the accuracy of the March 9th minutes.

· Barbara Echeverria addressed the Board regarding unauthorized use of the skateboard park.

The Board considered the minutes of March 8th in two sections – the 5:00 p.m. meeting at the Library and the 7:00 p.m. meeting at the Elementary School regarding D.C.P.C. issues.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the 5:00 p.m. portion of the March 8, 2001 minutes as presented.  Putnam moved and Parlante seconded a motion to change the last sentence of the second paragraph of the 7:00 p.m. section of the March 8, 2001 minutes to read “Numerous individuals spoke against the DCPC, as did attorneys.”  After discussion, Selectman Putnam withdrew his motion and Selectman Parlante withdrew his second.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to strike the entire last sentence of the second paragraph of the 7 p.m. section of the March 8, 2001 minutes.
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On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of March 12, 2001 with one correction.

The Board held the FY 2001 Classification Hearing.  Assessor Nancy Vail was in attendance.  Chairman Donovan reviewed the three options available to the Board and the Board of Assessors recommendation on each option.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to retain the one tax rate and to make the residential factor the numeric number one for fiscal 2001.

The Board held a public hearing on the recommendation of the Beach Administrator to allow owners of bed and breakfasts to purchase the three-day beach parking permit under certain conditions.  Beach Administrator Suzanne Thomas was in attendance and presented her recommendation that bed and breakfast owners be allowed to purchase three-day stickers for their guests if they register with the Beach Program and pay a registration fee which would be reviewed and approved annually by the Board of Selectmen.  She noted that bed and breakfast establishments do not collect a room tax and therefore provide no direct revenue to the Town.  Eleanor Hazen noted that she felt a registration fee is unfair to bed and breakfast owners and indicated that she will discuss this matter with the Chamber of Commerce.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to support the proposal of the Beach Administrator for registration fees for bed and breakfasts which wish to sell the three-day beach sticker.

The Board discussed:

a) Seasonal Liquor License Renewals – Selectman Parlante disclosed that he is a member of a corporation which holds a liquor license and a business license.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the seasonal liquor licenses of Wellfleet Motel & Lodge, Inc.; V.R.’s, Inc.; Chequessett Yacht and Country Club, Inc.; Rookie’s, Inc.; Aesop’s Tables; Captain Higgins Seafood Restaurant, Inc.; Sweet Seasons, Inc.; and Wellfleet Beachcomber.

b) Estimate of Temporary Increased Population for Seasonal Liquor Licenses – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to set the estimate at 17,500 for the coming year.

c) Board of Selectmen meeting schedule – there was consensus to schedule a meeting for 2:00 p.m. on March 26th in addition to the evening meeting with Woodard and Curran.

The Board met with Harry Terkanian and Bob Costa of the Bylaw Committee.  The Board discussed the proposed bylaw amendment language for the article regarding abandoned vehicles.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Grossman voting against, to remand this amendment back to the Bylaw Committee to reconsider the proposed language and to not include the proposed article on the ATM warrant.  The Board discussed the amended language for the noise bylaw.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the warrant using the timeframe of 10 p.m. to 8 a.m.  It was noted that Town buildings need to be numbered to be in compliance with the proposed housing numbering bylaw.
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The Board continued discussion:

d) Library Roof Bid – the Town Administrator outlined the bids received for Library roof repair.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept the bid of Wayne Roofing Systems, Inc. as low bidder in the amount of $168,000.  

e) Termination of Employment – the Town Administrator indicated that the position of Acting Assistant Shellfish Constable currently filled by Darrin Dion will no longer exist when a new constable is hired and therefore Mr. Dion’s last day of employment will be March 23rd.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to affirm the action of the Town Administrator in severing Darrin Dion.

The Board reviewed correspondence.

The Board continued discussion:

f) Special/Annual Town Meeting Matters:

· ATM Article 23 (landfill capping) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 24 (Dimensional Special Permits) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Parlante abstaining, not to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 25 (Assistant Town Administrator) – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 26 (fireworks) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted 4-1, with Hall voting against, to recommend this article.  Chairman Donovan requested that overtime estimates for the fireworks display be forwarded from the Police Department, Fire Department and DPW.

· ATM Article 27 (Chamber of Commerce booklet) – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 28 (accept Chapter 32b, § 7A) – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· ATM Articles 29, 30, 31, 32 (Housing Authority – transfer of lots) – Putnam moved and Hall seconded a motion that these articles be rewritten to specify rental housing.  Tim Carroll addressed the Board regarding Article 31 (Map 14, lots 119, 120, 121) noting that his driveway goes through lot 120 for which he has a right of way and that lot 119 is marshland; he requested that the Board reconsider placing this article on the warrant and keep this area as open space.  Steve Durkee, Housing Authority Chair, noted that the driveway would remain is housing goes forward.  Chairman Donovan ruled the motion out of order and the Board addressed each article individually.

· ATM Article 29 (Map 23, lot 67) – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, not to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 30 (Map 14, lots 112, 113, 114, 115) – discussion included environmental concerns if this property is built upon.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, to withdraw this article from the ATM warrant.

· ATM Article 31 (Map 14, lots 119, 120, 121) – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to withdraw this article from the ATM warrant.
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· ATM Article 32 (Map 16, lot 110) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, not to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 33 (Housing Authority – Map 29, lot 300 – rental housing) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 34 (hear reports) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 35 (petitioned article – brush dump) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Grossman voting against, to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 36 (petitioned article – Juice Bar) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, to recommend this article the Board voted 2-3, with Grossman, Donovan and Hall voting against.

· ATM Article 37 (petitioned article – zoning amendment) – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously not to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 38 (petitioned article – Planner) – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 4-1, with Hall voting against, not to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 39 (increase Social/Human Services Committee) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 40 (petitioned article – committee to study adding program for grades 6-8 at Wellfleet Elementary School) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously not to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 41 (petitioned article – rescind deed transferring property to Housing Authority authorized under Article 26 of the 4/16/93 ATM) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously not to recommend this article

· STM Article 5 (petitioned article – withdraw DCPC and from Cape Cod Commission) – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously not to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 11 (amend noise bylaw) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· ATM Article 42 (standard last article) – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

g) Pre-Town Meeting – there was consensus to schedule Pre-Town Meeting on April 11th.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 10:02 p.m. on a roll call vote (Grossman, Putnam, Hall, Parlante, Donovan – yea) to enter executive session to discuss litigation and consideration of the purchase of real property and not to reconvene in open session.
