Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 2:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr. and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Howard Grossman was absent.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

The Town Administrator reviewed the FY 2002 budgets and anticipated revenues.  He noted that a budget shortfall of approximately $400,000 is possible but that since the tax rate has not been set and new growth figures not as yet received, this figure is an estimate.  He recommended that an additional $25,000 be placed in the Town Clerk/Treasurer’s budget to cover bonding costs.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to add $25,000 to the Town Clerk/Treasurer’s operating expense budget for bonding costs.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to place a general override question on the ATM warrant and ballot in the amount of $300,000.

The Board discussed the Special Town Meeting and Annual Town Meeting warrants as follows:

a) STM Article 1 (transfer from #123 Town Administrator to #135 Town Accountant) – the Town Administrator recommended that this transfer be withdrawn.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted 3-1, with Donovan voting against, to withdraw this transfer.

b) ATM Article 15 (accept M.G.L. c. 32 § 4 (2) (b1/2) – the Town Administrator recommended that this article be withdrawn.  Fire Chief Hight noted that adoption of this section could benefit his department by helping to attract employees.  There was consensus to leave this article on the warrant.

c) Wage/Salary list – there was consensus to include it in this warrant.

The Board reviewed correspondence.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the Special and Annual Town Meeting warrants as amended.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 2:19 p.m.
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
