Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

Chairman Donovan announced that the Board will address its regular agenda items during this meeting and will reconvene at 7:30 p.m. at the Wellfleet Elementary School Cafeteria to hear comments regarding the D.C.P.C. application filed by the Planning Board.

The Board discussed:

1) Request to close business to complete construction – Selectman Parlante disclosed that he owns a business which holds a liquor license.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of C & K LaBrecque Bros., Inc. to be closed until completion of construction on the Wellfleet Texaco which is anticipated to be no later than April 15, 2001.

2) Special/Annual Town Meeting matters:

a) Article request for disposal of Town property – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant.

b) Petitioned article re:  Zoning Bylaw amendment – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to submit this article to the Planning Board for review and public hearing.

c) Article request for transfer of lots to Housing Authority – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to place the proposed articles for transfer of lots to the Housing Authority onto the ATM warrant.  (Lot 67, Map 23; Lots 112, 113, 114, 115, Map 14; Lots 119, 120, 121, Map 14; Lot 110, Map 16 and Lot 300, Map 29 for rental housing)

d) Ballot questions – Council on Aging Director Jacqui Wildes addressed the Board and outlined updated cost projections for the new Senior Center.  (continued to j. below)

e) Increased operating budget items – the Town Administrator outlined FY 2002 operating budget increases including funds for Beach Department portable toilets, Police Department Holiday, Police Department Specials and Cape Cod Technical Regional High School for a total increase of $45,117.  The Town Administrator also noted the need to transfer $12,000 from the Ambulance Fund to the Fire Department for ambulance billing services.  (see l. below)

f) STM Article 2 (additional funds for DPW facility) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to place an article to borrow funds to complete the DPW construction project on the STM warrant.

g) STM Article 3 (combination pumper, ladder fire engine) – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-2, with Putnam and Parlante voting against, to place an article on the STM warrant to borrow funds to purchase a combination pumper, ladder fire engine.

h) ATM Article for landfill capping – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to place an article on the ATM warrant to borrow $482,000 for landfill capping.

i) Stabilization Fund article – the Town Administrator suggested that the Board re-think placing funds in the Stabilization Fund at this time due to the need to borrow for some

projects.  Avoiding interest costs was discussed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to place an article on the ATM warrant to add $50,000 to the Stabilization Fund.

j) Article to fund Senior Center project – Parlante moved and Putnam seconded a motion to raise and appropriate $645,000 for a new Senior Center.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to amend the motion by adding “subject to a proposition 2 ½ override.”  On the original motion the Board voted 2-3, with Grossman, Donovan and Hall voting against.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place an article on the ATM warrant to borrow $645,000 for a new Senior Center.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place a debt exclusion question for a new Senior Center on the ballot.

k) ATM Article for landfill capping – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Parlante abstaining, to place an article on the ATM warrant to authorize bonding to complete landfill capping.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to place a ballot question for landfill capping.

l) FY 2002 budget adjustments – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously that $45,117 be added to the FY 2002 budget as specified by the Town Administrator (Beach Department - $27,200; Cape Cod Tech - $9,625; Police Department Holidays - $792; Police Department Specials - $7,500).

m) Wage adjustment article – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place the amount of $80,000 in the article for salary adjustments for union and contract employees.

n) Wage adjustment article for Town Clerk/Treasurer and Town Collector – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place an article for a salary increase for elected officials on the ATM warrant in the amount of $2,484.

o) Article to create Assistant Town Administrator position – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to place an article to create an Assistant Town Administrator position on the ATM warrant in the amount of $56,000.

The Board reviewed correspondence.  The notice from Felco Engineering to the Board of Health regarding Mac’s Seafood was read.

The Board discussed the status of the water project.  The Town Administrator was asked to arrange a meeting with the Health Agent and Board of Health to discuss options and future regulatory concerns.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously at 6:15 p.m. on a roll call vote (Grossman, Putnam, Hall, Parlante, Donovan – yea) to enter executive session to discuss potential property acquisition and to reconvene in open session at 7:30 p.m. at the Wellfleet Elementary School Cafeteria.
