May 7, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

The Board discussed:

1)  Town Clerk/Treasurer, Dawn Rickman, addressed the Board:

· Borrowing papers for Library roof project - on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to sign the $100,000 note for the Library roof project as presented by the Town Clerk/Treasurer.

· Additional health insurance plans – Ms. Rickman requested that the Board approve the addition of Network (HMO) Blue and Harvard Pilgrim Preferred 65 plans.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Town/Clerk Treasurer to go forward with the additional two health plans as presented.

2) Request for “Share the Road Signs” – Chairman Parlante read a letter from Virginia Crossman against more signage.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to turn this matter over to the Police Chief for recommendation.

3) Request for support to coordinate boards and committees to identify problems and utilize the resources of the Cape Cod Commission – it was suggested that boards and committees  decide where Commission resources could best be used and that board and committee goals be coordinated.

4) Discuss September retreat – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Town Administrator to set up a Saturday retreat/conference for all elected and appointed boards and all department heads on a Saturday after the end of September.

5) Report of Waste Management meeting – Selectman Putnam outlined the discussion from the May 3rd Lower Cape Selectmen’s meeting and noted that there was consensus to establish a committee of town representatives to look at the mechanics of setting up a waste management district and to report back to the Boards of Selectmen.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously that Selectman Putnam represent the Town of Wellfleet on the committee to set up a waste management district.  It was suggested that health agents become involved in this process.

6) Woodard & Curran proposal for additional services relative to the water supply/wastewater disposal study – the Town Administrator noted receipt and distribution to the Board of the draft Implementation Plan from Woodard and Curran and recommended that the Board take this matter before the voters to see what the Town wishes to do relative to water/wastewater.  There was consensus that the Town Administrator ask Woodard and Curran to meet with Board members and representatives of the Board of Health and Finance Committee to discuss, specifically, the draft implementation plan and to address other outstanding questions.

7) Temporary appointment of Dog Officer – the Town Administrator requested that this matter be postponed.
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8) Special Town Meeting matters:

· Petitioned article re:  Dimensional Special Permits – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to remand the petitioned article re:  Dimensional Special Permits to the Planning Board for public hearing prior to Special Town Meeting.   It was suggested that the Board consider alternative language for an additional warrant article regarding dimensional special permits.  Donovan moved and Putnam seconded a motion to ask Town Counsel to craft additional language to include a sunset provision or limit on the number of special permits to be issued and to require that permits only be issued with written permission from the immediate abutters.  After further discussion including alternative dates and affordable housing provisions Donovan withdrew the motion and Putnam withdrew his second.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to go to Town Counsel with a series of suggested additions to the Planning Board’s Article 23 of the Annual Town Meeting.

The Board reviewed correspondence.  Selectman Houk requested that Kopelman and Paige include dates of service on their legal bills.

Selectman Houk suggested that:

· members of the Board of Health and Conservation Commission be invited to the Board’s May 21st meeting with Mark Forest.

· applicants for appointment to regulatory boards be interviewed by boards/commissions with recommendations forwarded to the Board of Selectmen – it was suggested that the Board’s Committee/Board Appointment Policy be reviewed.

· a letter be drafted to Representative Gomes and the Speaker of the House in support of increasing the thresholds for public construction bids.

· a letter be drafted to the Speaker of the House against cuts in Chapter 90 funding.

· a representative of the Town attend a joint conference in Falmouth on June 15, 16 at the Holiday Inn where transportation and affordable housing issues will be discussed.

On a motion by Houk, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to send the letters as a Board of Selectmen as suggested by Selectman Houk.

Selectman Putnam suggested that the Building and Needs Assessment Committee be asked what additional funds will be needed to ensure that the Catholic Church property remains in useable shape for the next few years.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously that an ad hoc committee be established to report to the Board of Selectmen by the middle of June as to suggested uses of the Church property; that this Committee be comprised of seven members appointed by the Chairman and that the use of this building must be one that meets year-round community needs and is eligible for significant grant funding.

The Town Administrator requested an executive session to discuss collective bargaining.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 9:02 p.m. on a roll call vote (Donovan, May, Houk, Putnam, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to discuss collective bargaining and not to reconvene in open session.
