June 18, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

Open Session:

· Regis Butilier addressed the Board regarding a basketball camp ad included in the Wellfleet Recreation Summer Programs 2001 brochure.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of June 11, 2001 as presented.

The Town Administrator presented his report to the Board updating the Board on his site visit to Nantucket to observe the Waste Options facility.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report.  Discussion included:

· Notice from MMA regarding the Mass. State Budget and Chapter 70 distribution – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously that Selectman Putnam draft a letter in support of maintaining current Chapter 70 funding levels.

· Letter from Representative Gomes regarding prevailing wage rates – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously that Selectman Putnam draft a letter to the members of the Committee on State Administration regarding House Bill 106, an Act Amending Public Construction Bidding Thresholds. 

· Letter from David Rowell requesting a change to regular, rather than alternate status on the ZBA – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to change David Rowell’s status on the ZBA from alternate member to regular member.

· Letter from Mrs. John Johansen requesting that the Board address noise at the beaches – Selectman Putnam read the letter.  There was consensus that the Town Administrator draft a reply to Mrs. Johansen.

The Board interviewed candidates for appointment to the following committees:

· Zoning Board of Appeals – the Board interviewed Jeffrey Stewart, Charles Amsler and Sibel Asamtugrul.

· Marina Advisory Committee – the Board interviewed Glenn Shields.

The Board met with Assistant County Administrator Maggie Downey, Bob Mahoney and Scott Ridley who updated the Board on the Cape Light Compact’s Energy Efficiency Program.  Mr. Ridley outlined the program noting that “Energy Conservation” charges will be allocated to the Cape with 89% of the funds going into programs.  The program will be managed by Honeywell.

Page 2 – Board of Selectmen Minutes – 6/18/01

The Board discussed:

a) Request for Signage (Wellfleet Police Department) – Chairman Parlante read the list of proposed locations for placement of seat belt signage submitted by Officer Michael Hurley.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to table this matter.

b) Letter from Wellfleet Marine Corps. requesting additional moorings – Selectman Donovan noted that the Board had approved the Mooring Regulations via the public hearing process and that it would be inappropriate for the Board to consider an exemption.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to move onto the next agenda item. 

c) Marina Advisory Committee’s recommendation for commercial fishermen parking at Marina – Selectman Donovan reiterated his comments as in b) above.

The Board held a public hearing to consider the recommendation of the Harbormaster to establish a dinghy tie up fee at the South Bulkhead.  Harbormaster Michael Flanagan was in attendance and presented his recommendation to establish a fee of $100 for dinghy tie up at the South Bulkhead.  On a motion by May, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Harbormaster’s recommendation for a dinghy tie up fee of $100.

The Board continued discussion:

d) Requests to Use Town Property:

· Slade Associates (Old Hay Road) – Dick Lay, representing Slade Associates, outlined the request for permission for limited paving of the westerly 430 feet of Old Hay Road noting that the Planning Board has approved this plan.  It was noted that the Homeowner’s Association will be responsible for maintenance of this section of the road.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to accept the proposal for improvements to Old Hay Road per plan #2000-98, revised 4/10/01 and definitive subdivision plan #2000-88 subject to the Planning Board Covenant and Declaration of Trust, Perch Pond Home Owners’ Association Trust.

· Rudy and Pat Aldighieri (Newcomb Hollow Beach) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of Rudy and Pat Aldighieri to use Newcomb Hollow Beach on July 1st from 5:15 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. for a wedding ceremony.

The Board held a public hearing on the request of Springbrook Center, Inc. d/b/a Wellfleet Flea Market for a seasonal beer and wine restaurant license.  Chairman Parlante recused himself and left the table.  Vice-Chairman Donovan chaired the hearing.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Applicants Eleanor Hazen, Ben Zehnder and John Vincent were in attendance.   Mr. Zehnder presented the request to serve beer and wine to patrons of the flea market noting that the Zoning Board of Appeals had determined that this application does not necessitate a special permit.  Discussion included restricting the area for consumption of beer and wine and the hours of service.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to grant the request of Springbrook Center for a license to serve beer and wine contingent upon Springbrook Center submitting a letter to be attached to its application noting their intent that the
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hours of service of alcohol be limited to the hours of operation of the Flea Market (10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. weekdays and noon to 4:00 p.m. on Sundays).  Selectman Donovan noted receipt of a report from the Police Chief on accidents in the vicinity of the Wellfleet Cinema/Drive-In.

Chairman Parlante rejoined the Board.

The Board continued discussion:

e) Approve Board of Health Fee Schedule – Selectman Donovan made several suggestions relative to the Transfer Station Regulations.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Transfer Station fees as presented with the proviso that the Board will review all the Transfer Station Regulations in the future.

f) Ratification of Vote for a Single Tax Rate for FY 2001 – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to ratify the vote taken at the Classification Hearing on March 19, 2001 for a single, unified tax rate for FY 2001.

g) Board of Selectmen Reappointments – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to reappoint Nancy Vail to the Board of Assessors for a three year term and Richard Rosenthal to the Computer Advisory Committee for a one year term.

h) Police Department Appointments/Reappointments – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Donna Darakjy and Charlotte Baisley as Relief Dispatchers.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Brian Cavanaugh as a full-time police officer.  Putnam moved and Donovan seconded a motion to reappoint Officers Michael Mazzone, Michael Hurley, Jon Taylor, James Campbell and Michael Turner through June 30, 2002.  Selectman Houk indicated that he could not support the reappointment of Officer James Campbell noting an incident with a citizen.  Jeff Stewart addressed the Board regarding Officer Campbell’s reappointment, requesting that the Board postpone these reappointments pending review of  information he submitted to the Board.  Selectman Donovan suggested that the Board continue with these reappointments and request that the Town Administrator review the submitted information.  The Board voted 4-1, with Houk voting against, on the original motion.  Officer Jon Taylor addressed the Board objecting to comments made during this discussion relative to Officer Campbell.

i) Town Administrator Appointments – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Harry Anderson as a Seasonal Assistant Harbormaster.

j) Amend FY 2002 Mileage Rate – the Town Administrator recommended that the Board adjust the FY 2002 mileage rate to 34.5¢ per mile due to the increase in gasoline costs.  Selectman May recused himself and left the table.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to adopt the Town Administrator’s recommendation for the mileage reimbursement rate for employees.  Selectman May rejoined the Board.

k) Jeremy Point Closing – the Town Administrator informed the Board that the Seashore will be closing Jeremy Point to protect piping plovers.
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l) Board of Selectmen Appointments:

· Marina Advisory Committee - on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Rich Bartke and Jon Porteus to the Marina Advisory Committee.

· Conservation Commission – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to appoint John DiBlasio to the Conservation Commission.

· Shellfish Advisory Committee – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Andrew Cummings to the Shellfish Advisory Committee.

· Water Commissioners Advisory Group – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Ben Gitlow to the Water Commissioners Advisory Group.

· Zoning Board of Appeals – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Jeffrey Stewart, Charles Amsler and Sibel Asamtugrul as alternate members of the Zoning Board of Appeals.

At 8:55 p.m. the Board held a Pre-Town Meeting and discussed the various Special Town Meeting articles.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:33 p.m.
