July 23, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Timothy Smith also attended.

Chairman Parlante announced the upcoming National Seashore Taxpayers’ Association annual meeting scheduled for August 5th at 10:00 a.m. in the Library Meeting Room.

Open Session:

· Barbara Austin read a letter regarding the dedication of the Dorothy Sterling Landing as Sterling Pass and requested Board support.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously that the area of the Town Landing at the end of Omaha Road be hereafter known as Sterling Pass.

· Gerry Lofgren addressed the Board regarding the Board’s meeting schedule.  It was suggested that the schedule of regular meetings as proposed by the Town Administrator be posted and that it be noted that additional meetings may be called.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of July 9, 2001 as presented.

Comments/Reports:

· Selectman Putnam noted that the County Ordinance for funding a feasibility study for the solid waste composting program for the lower Cape towns is scheduled to be heard by the Finance Committee on August 1st.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report.

The Board held a public hearing regarding the FY 2002 Small Cities Grant.  Alice Boyd  and Robert Duffy were in attendance.  Ms. Boyd noted that this grant, due September 14th, is for funds for completion of a new Senior Center in the amount of $600,000.  Ms. Boyd outlined other grant opportunities:

a) CZM grant application for $36,000 for catch basin installation to ward off water flowing into Duck Creek.

b) Dredging grant – this grant application has been resubmitted.

c) Regional Small Cities Grant through the Town of Eastham for housing rehabilitation – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to participate in this grant application. 

d) FY 2002 HDSP funding – these funds could be used for rehabilitation of the Catholic Church Rectory property for housing.

The Board met with Jean Ann McLaughlin who presented a check for $80 to the Town, earmarked for disability projects.  Ms. McLaughlin outlined the work of the Cape Cod Disability Access Directory and noted its sponsors, advertisers and grantors.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously that on behalf of the Town of Wellfleet, the Board of Selectmen thanks the Cape Cod Disability Access Group for their efforts.
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The Board discussed:

1) Business licenses – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business license of Christy’s of Sandwich, Inc.

2) Request to Use Town Property – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of the Wellfleet Firemen’s Relief Association to use the Town Hall Driveway on August 18, 2001 from 8:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. for a bake sale and t-shirt sale.

3) Set date for fall Special Town Meeting – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to set the date of October 22nd for the fall Special Town Meeting.

The Board held a public hearing to consider the application of C & K LaBrecque, Inc. d/b/a Wellfleet Texaco, for transfer of its annual beer and wine, package goods store license to Christy’s Market of Sandwich, Inc.  Chairman Parlante disclosed that he is a member of a corporation which holds a liquor license.  In attendance were applicants Christopher and Kevin LaBrecque, Attorney Christopher Snow representing Christy’s of Sandwich, Inc. and proposed manager Patrick McKeown.  Mr. Snow outlined the application and indicated that the operation will remain basically the same except for a few internal structural changes.  Discussion included on- site supervision.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to approve the transfer of C & K LaBrecque Inc.’s annual beer and wine package goods store license to Christy’s Market of Sandwich, Inc.

The Board continued discussion:

4) Change date of fall conference – the Town Administrator noted that the original date conflicts with the scheduled Oyster Festival.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to change the date of the fall conference to October 20th.

5) Appointments – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Paul Cononi as a Special Police Officer.  It was suggested that, in the future, prospective appointees attend Board meetings when their appointment is discussed in order that Board members may meet appointees.

6) Letter of commendation to Shellfish Department for cultch program – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously that the Town Administrator draft a letter of thanks to the Shellfish Constable, Shellfish Advisory Committee and all volunteers who participated in the cultch laying program.

Chairman Parlante announced cancellation of the grievance hearing scheduled for 8:00 p.m.  Selectman Houk requested that the hearing be rescheduled for August 27th.

The Board continued discussion:

7) Status of Policy Review:

· 1988-2 Policy on Purchase of Recycled Goods – this policy as redrafted by the Town Administrator was discussed.  On a motion by May, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this policy as revised.

· 1988-3 Policy on Recycling – this policy as redrafted by the Town Administrator was discussed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve this policy as revised.
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· 1991-1a Sexual Harassment Policy – the Board discussed the Town Administrator’s redraft of paragraph V. Local (Wellfleet) Remedies.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve this policy as revised.

· 1992-2 Policy on Letters of Selectmen – the policy as redrafted by Selectman Putnam was discussed.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this policy as revised.

· 1995-2 Policy Provision for Emergency Medical Services – written comments from the Fire Chief and Police Chief on this policy were noted.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to reaffirm this policy.

· 1998-1 Policy on Bicycle Races – written comments from the Police Chief on this policy were noted.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to reaffirm this policy. 

8) Legal Counsel – the Town Administrator recommended that the Board continue to use the services of Kopelman and Paige as Town Counsel.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Parlante, to appoint Michael Ford as Town Counsel the Board voted 2-3, with Putnam, May and Donovan voting against.  The motion failed.

9) Beede Waste Oil Site – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to recognize the fact that Kopelman and Paige represents several communities relative to the Beede Waste Oil Site and to sign the “Determination” as drafted by Kopelman and Paige.

10) Draft letter to N-Star in opposition to proposed storm restoration program changes – Selectman Putnam read the draft letter.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to send the letter as presented and to ask that other Outer Cape towns send comparable letters. 

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:39 p.m.
