Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr. and Michael May.  Selectman Jerry Houk was absent.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

The Town Administrator introduced Rex Peterson as the new Assistant Town Administrator.

On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of July 23, 2001 as presented.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 8, 2001 as presented.

The Town Administrator presented his report to the Board noting that the closing for the Catholic Church property is scheduled for Wednesday, August 15th and updated the Board on the status of the Senior Center project.

Selectman Putnam reported that the Assembly of Delegates public hearing on funding for the five town waste management project is scheduled for Wednesday, August 15th at 3:00 p.m. at the Nauset Beach gazebo.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report to the Board.

The Board discussed:

a) Upcoming fall conference - Selectman Putnam presented his outline including purpose, process, conclusion and action steps relative to the fall conference.  Hugh Guilderson suggested that the conference address coordination of Town committee work and identification of long term needs of the Town.

The Board held interviews for appointment for the unexpired term on the Wellfleet School Committee.  School Committee Chair Janis Plaue and member Jill Putnam were in attendance to participate in the interviews.  Susan Saffioti and Terri Frazier were individually interviewed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board and Committee members voted unanimously on a roll call vote (R. Putnam, May, Donovan, J. Putnam, Plaue, Parlante – yea) to select Terri Frazer as a School Committee member.

The Board continued discussion:

b) Upcoming fall conference (continued) - there was consensus to send Selectman Putnam’s outline to Committee Chairs requesting comments within two weeks.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Town Administrator to hire a facilitator and to find an off campus venue.
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The Board interviewed Don Lewis for appointment to the NRAB.  Mr. Lewis’ background and experience were discussed.  On a motion by May, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Don Lewis to the NRAB.

The Board continued discussion:

c) Business Licenses – Chairman Parlante recused himself and left the table.  Vice-Chairman Donovan chaired the meeting.  The Board discussed the business license applications of Bayside Lobster Hutt and Just Dessert.  Selectman Putnam noted his concern with the proximity to the marsh of the leach fields of these businesses.  Richard Asmann, Inspector of Buildings, noted that he will perform a final inspection of these businesses before they open and indicated that he will speak to the Health/Conservation Agent regarding Selectman Putnam’s concerns.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Bayside Lobster Hutt and Just Dessert.  Chairman Parlante rejoined the Board.

d) Request to Use Town Property – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of Jon Badams and Bridget Kennedy to use Indian Neck Beach on September 22, 2001 from 2:00 to 3:00 p.m. for a wedding ceremony.

e) Request for vote for deficit spending – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to authorize deficit spending of the DPW Snow Removal budget for FY 2001 in the amount of $1,400.

f) Appointment of Election Workers – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to appoint the following Election Workers:  Republican Election Workers – Alfred Hill, Judith Rhodes, Ruth Ann Dykeman, Eleanor Hazen, Phyllis Hill, Warren Rhodes, Roy Cansdale, Richard Hazen III, Deborah Lane, Clarence Smith, Betsey Patterson, Jean Lay, Robert Hankey, Ruth Marriott, Frances Hartswick, Carol Smith, Todd Barry, Mignon Muirhead Barry.  Democratic Election Workers – Barbara Atwood, Zel Levin, Ann Ehrenberg, Donna DeVasto, Nancy M. Durkee, Anne C. Fox, Susan Gauthier, Janet P. Rice, Barbara Stevens, Terri Frazier, Katherine Stillman, Paul Weber, Sheila Paine, Stephen Russell.

g) Town Administrator appointments – the Town Administrator indicated his appointment of Tracy DeMarco as Dog Officer.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to waive its 14 day appointment disapproval period.  The Town Administrator indicated his appointment of Jeanne Maclauchlan as Principal Clerk.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to waive its 14 day appointment disapproval period.

h) Special Town Meeting – the Town Administrator reviewed the article requests to date.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously that the Town Administrator and Board Chair draft several water/wastewater articles for Board review.

i) Draft letter to Joyce Harding in response to her letter re:  Article 2 of the Annual Town Meeting – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to send the letter as written.

The Town Administrator requested an executive session for legal matters.
