September 10, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

Announcements:

· Selectman Putnam announced that the Assembly of Delegates’ public hearing on funding for a feasibility study for the Lower Cape composting program is scheduled for September 12th at 1:30 p.m.

· Selectman Donovan announced that the Forum Coastsweep beach cleanup is scheduled for Saturday, September 15th.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 27, 2001 as presented.

On a motion by May, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of September 5, 2001 as presented.

Comments/Reports:

· Chairman Parlante thanked the Administrative Office staff for assembling the Board’s policies into booklet form.

· Selectman Donovan noted that he has received questions from committee members regarding the fall conference.  The Town Administrator indicated that he will be interviewing consultants on September 17th and 24th and will be drafting an agenda.

· Chairman Parlante thanked all who attended the Dorothy Sterling bench dedication and noted that donations to the Dorothy Sterling fund may be made at Cape Cod 5.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report.  It was requested that a letter of thanks be drafted to Ed Simon for his service on the Cape Cod National Seashore Advisory Commission.  The Board discussed the letter from R. Baldwin regarding access to Chipman’s Cove - the Town Administrator noted that  the Building Inspector is looking into this matter.  Selectman Houk noted receipt of a letter from Michael Ford regarding the land transfer to the Wellfleet Housing Authority – it was requested that this matter be placed on an upcoming Board agenda.

The Board discussed:

a) Special Town Meeting warrant:

· Article 1 (transfers) – the Town Administrator noted that two more transfers had been requested; $9,112 from free cash to Fire Department overtime and $3,150 from free cash to Police Department salary and wages.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 2 (engineering, environmental permitting, associated costs for water and wastewater system for Central District) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, to recommend this article.
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· Article 3 (engineering, environmental permitting, associated costs for water system for Central District) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to not recommend this article.

· Article 4 (engineering, design and construction costs for municipal water system and engineering, environmental permitting for wastewater system for Central District) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to not recommend this article.

· Article 5 (engineering, design and construction costs for municipal water system) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, to not recommend this article.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to move Question 5 (borrow for street sweeper) to Question 1 to keep the same numbering sequence for the ballot questions and articles relating to water/wastewater issues.

· Article 6 (increase property tax exemption for blind persons) – on a motion by May, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 7 (Ernst property Land Bank) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 8 (rescind Article 28 of 4/24/01 ATM) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 9 (transfer to Habitat for Humanity Lot 67, Map 23) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 10 (rescind Article 29 of 4/23/01 ATM) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 11 (transfer to Habitat for Humanity Lot 110, Map 16) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 12 (wage adjustments) – the Town Administrator noted that the amount for this article is $90,125.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 13 (sweeper) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 14 (septic system repair loans) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 15 (Data Collector position) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 16 (fund second year of U.S.G.S.) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Additional article requests - the Town Administrator requested that:

· an article for $100,000 for engineering and architectural services for renovation of the former Our Lady of Lourdes Church property be placed on the warrant - on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to place this article as Article 17 on the STM warrant and to recommend it.

· an article to transfer $120,000 from the Ambulance Fund to purchase a new ambulance - on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to place this article as Article 18 on the STM warrant and to recommend it.
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· Article 19 (standard last article) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

The Board met with Health/Conservation Agent Emily Beebe who updated the Board on issues coming before the Board of Health.  Ms. Beebe read her September 7th memo regarding “East Commercial Street Woes” and noted the difficulty of meeting set back requirements for siting wells and septic systems on small lots.  

Chairman Parlante noted that the grievance hearing scheduled for 8:00 p.m. this evening had been postponed.

The Board continued discussion:

b) Appointment of Town official to Nauset Regional Schools’ negotiating team – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously that the Town Administrator negotiate for the Town of Wellfleet.

c) One-ton cab and chassis bid award – the Town Administrator noted that he had awarded the bid to Stevens Ford/Stevens Dodge in the amount of $26,520.00.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve this bid award.

d) Preliminary Budget Policy Statement – there was consensus to discuss this matter at a future Board meeting.

e) Town Administrator appointment – the Town Administrator indicated his appointment of Kevin Cahoon as Assistant DPW Director.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Town Administrator’s appointment of Kevin Cahoon as Assistant DPW Director.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously at 7:58 p.m. to adjourn.
