Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 6:06 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Selectman Roger L. Putnam, Jr. arrived at 6:15 p.m.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

The Board discussed the draft October 22nd Special Town Meeting Warrant as follows:

· Article 1 (transfers) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM Warrant.  The Town Administrator noted that this article may be updated.

· Article 6 (increase property tax exemption for blind persons) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.

· Article 7 (Ernst Land Bank) – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM Warrant.

· Article 8 (rescind Article 28 of 4/23/01 ATM); Article 9 (transfer to Habitat for Humanity Lot 67, Map 23); Article 10 (rescind Article 29 of 4/23/01 ATM); Article 11 (transfer to Habitat for Humanity Lot 110, Map 16) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to place Articles 8 through 11 on the STM Warrant.

Selectman Putnam arrived at 6:15 p.m.

· Article 12 (wage adjustments) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM Warrant.

· Article 13 (sweeper) – the Town Administrator recommended that the amount for this item be amended to $110,000.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM Warrant.

· Article 14 (septic system repair loans) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM Warrant.

· Article 15 (Data Collector position) – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM Warrant.

· Article 16 (fund second year of U.S.G.S.) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM Warrant.

· Article 17 (standard last article) – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.

· Article 2 (engineering, environmental permitting, associated costs for water and wastewater system for Central District) – Putnam moved and May seconded a motion to place this article on the STM Warrant as written.  Selectman Donovan moved that the article be amended by inserting a new sentence as follows:  “Such funds and all other costs associated with such water or wastewater system(s) when and if created, shall be capitalized and paid exclusively through user charges to owners of connecting properties providing public or seasonal and/or transient tenant access to water and to owners of connecting private residences who choose to connect to such system(s).”  This motion was not seconded.  On the original motion the Board voted 3-2, with Houk and Donovan voting against.
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· Article 3 (engineering, environmental permitting, associated costs for water system for Central District) – Putnam moved and Parlante seconded a motion to place this article on the STM Warrant.  On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to amend the article by deleting the words “and to continue the analysis of nitrate and pollutants as they effect the harbor,”.  The Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, in favor of the original motion as amended.

· Article 4 (engineering, design and construction costs for municipal water system and engineering, environmental permitting for wastewater system for Central District) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, to place this article on the STM Warrant as presented, the Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against.

· Article 5 (engineering, design and construction costs for municipal water system) – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM Warrant.

Selectman May noted that the Harbormaster’s Department will be pursuing a Division of Marine Fisheries boating infrastructure grant.

Selectman Putnam announced that the Finance Committee of the Assembly of Delegates will hold the final hearing on funding the Lower Cape composting program feasibility study on September 13th at 1:30 p.m.

Selectman May updated the Board on the status of the dredging project.

On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously at 7:50 p.m. to adjourn.
