February 25, 2002

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

Announcements:  Selectman Donovan announced that the Wellfleet Community Forum will be presenting a program on Thursday, February 28, at 7:00 p.m. in the Library Meeting Room regarding the services of the Lower Cape Community Development Corporation where Gwen Pelletier and her staff will explain housing and economic development programs.

Open Session:

· Barbara Echeverria addressed the Board to compliment Police Officers Campbell and Oja for their professionalism while assisting at her recent automobile accident and to note the petitioned Town Meeting article she will be submitting.

· Nate Johnson addressed the Board regarding submission of his letter withdrawing his application for a shellfish grant license – the Board indicated receipt of his letter.

· Bob Costa addressed the Board regarding the letter from Representative Gomes on the impact of State revenue reductions on FY’03 budgets.

Minutes:

· On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of February 6, 2002 as presented.

· On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of February 11, 2002 as presented.

· On a motion by May, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Putnam abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of February 19, 2002 as printed.

Town Administrator comments:  the Town Administrator indicated that he had met with Environmental Partners to negotiate the water project contract and suggested that the Board meet with them as the Board of Water Commissioners on March 18.

Selectman Houk indicated that a reporter had informed him of receipt of a copy of executive session minutes; the Town Administrator noted that such a matter should be referred to his office.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report.  Arlene Kirsch requested a copy of the letter from Representative Gomes regarding the impact of State revenue reductions on the FY 2003 budget.
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The Board held a public hearing to consider amendments to the Town of Wellfleet Mooring Regulations.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Selectman May disclosed that he works at the Harbor.  Harbormaster Michael Flanagan was in  attendance  and  outlined  changes  to the

Mooring Regulations recommended by DEM Waterways and the Army Corps of Engineers.  Selectman Putnam requested that the Town Administrator ask Town Counsel to review the waiver of liability language included on the mooring contracts.  Selectman Donovan requested a copy of the list of recommendations from the Army Corps of Engineers.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to table this matter until the Board receives copies of the letter from the Army Corps of Engineers and it is reviewed as to its legality and to continue this hearing until March 11th at 7:30 p.m. in the Library Meeting Room.

The Board held a public hearing to consider an increase in ambulance fees.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Fire Chief Alan Hight was in attendance and reviewed the proposed fee increases.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the ambulance fee structure as submitted.

The Board held the following Shellfish Department public hearings as follows.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Chairman Parlante disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit, has a shellfish grant license and is an upland property owner.  Selectman May disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit.  Shellfish Constable Bill Walton was in attendance and presented his recommendations.

· application from Nate O. Johnson for a 1 acre shellfish grant license in the area off Field Point – Chairman Parlante noted that Mr. Johnson has withdrawn his application.

· application from Stephen Pickard for a 1.24± acre extension of shellfish grant license #2002-2, located at the northwest end of Egg Island and the application received from Robert and Barbara Olson for a 1.1± acre extension of shellfish grant license #2000-3 located at the west side of Egg Island – the Shellfish Constable discussed the complications involved with these two applications noting that the Division of Marine Fisheries has surveyed this area and approved five grant areas of 2.2 acres which the Town has not fully issued.  He presented two alternatives to the Board:  “1) Grant each applicant the additional acreage approved by the DMF (with Mr. Pickard receiving 0.7 acres, and Mr. Olson receiving 1.2 acres), or 2) grant Mr. Pickard his proposed 1.24 acres and approve Mr. Olson for the remaining ~0.66 acres left on the west side of Egg Island.”  Attorney Ben Zehnder spoke on behalf of Mr. Pickard noting that language in Mr. Pickard’s lease allows for  up to 1.5 acres for expansion and that if Mr. Pickard is granted his request for 1.24± acres and Mr. Olson receives .66 acres, Mr. Pickard’s total acreage will be 2.74 acres compared to 3.54 acres for Mr. Olson.  Mr. Olson explained that he needed the additional acreage for expansion of his business.  A motion by Houk to grant Stephen Pickard’s request for a 1.24 acre extension with a .66 acre extension for Mr. Olson was not seconded.  It was suggested that Mr. Pickard and Mr. Olson further discuss this matter and arrive at a compromise.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted 4-1, with Houk voting against, to continue this hearing to March 11th at 8:00 p.m. in the Library Meeting Room.
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The Board held a public hearing to consider proposed changes to the Town of Wellfleet Parking Fee structure for 2002.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Beach Administrator Suzanne Thomas was in attendance and outlined proposed increases of:  Resident - $5.00 to $10.00; One Week - $30.00 to $40.00; Two Week - $55.00 to $75.00 and Seasonal - $100.00 to $150.00.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Beach Administrator’s Beach Parking Fee Structure as presented.

The Board discussed:

a) Business Licenses – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business license for Erin H.

b) Appointment of Members of Affordable Housing Task Force – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the list as presented.  (Rex Peterson, July Taylor, Helen Miranda Wilson, Geoffrey Karlson, Richard Tesson, Jacqueline Wildes, Frank Szedlak, Cynthia Hope, Emily Beebe and Richard Asmann)

c) Request to Use Town Property – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of Evan Louden and Camillia Joy to use Pleasant Point Landing on June 16, 2002 from 3:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m. for a wedding ceremony and dinner.

d) Letter of Support for Cape End Manor Care Campus – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to authorize this letter.

e) Selection of Mapping Service Vendor – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to accept the bid of Slade Associates for digital mapping services for the Assessing Department.

The Board discussed the Special and Annual Town Meeting warrants as follows:

1) Housing Authority article requests – Housing Authority Chairman Steve Durkee was in attendance and presented article requests as follows:

· Transfer ownership of lot 498 located on Paine Hollow Road to Housing Authority – withdrew request

· Transfer ownership of parcel one (1), lots 119, 120, 121 located on Chequessett Neck Road and parcel two (2), lots 112, 113, 114, 115 on Freeman Ave. to Housing Authority – Health/Conservation Agent Emily Beebe recommended that these lots be transferred to the Conservation Commission.  Mr. Durkee withdrew this article request.

· Transfer ownership of lot 111, with frontage on Old Long Pond Road and Old Kings Highway to Habitat for Humanity – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant.

2) Article (transfer control of Town-owned lots to Conservation Commission) – the Town Administrator indicated that this article request is being put off until the fall STM.

3) Article (Dogs on Beach Bylaw and funds for signage) – waiting for recommendation of Bylaw Committee.

4) Article (establish position of Assistant Health/Conservation Agent) – Health/Conservation Agent Emily Beebe was in attendance and explained the need for this position.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to rescind its February 11th vote to place an additional $20,000 in contract services in the Health Department budget.  
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On a motion by Houk, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 4-1, with Parlante voting against, to place this article on the ATM warrant.

The Town Administrator discussed outstanding FY 2003 budget matters noting that an override will not be necessary to fund the approximately 10.5 million dollar budgets.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the FY 2003 budgets and to forward them to the Finance Committee.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:12 p.m.
