March 25, 2002

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

Open Session:

· Tom Flynn addressed the Board on behalf of the Friends of the Wellfleet Bandstand.  He requested that the Board permit this group to look into improvements to the bandstand noting that, at this time, this is an investigative group that will return to the Board of Selectmen to discuss any actions.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to encourage the activities of the Friends of the Wellfleet Bandstand.

· Michael Frazier addressed the Board regarding a Town trash hauling container noted at a business in Provincetown.  The Town Administrator indicated that the container is used by a cultch hauler under agreement with the Shellfish Department.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 4-0-1, with May abstaining (he had not attended the meeting) to approve the minutes of March 11, 2002 as presented.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of March 18, 2002 as presented.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously, with Houk abstaining from the vote relative to the executive session minutes of 8/13/01, to release the executive session minutes dated 9/17/01, 8/27/01, 8/13/01, 5/21/01, 5/7/01, 4/2/01, 3/19/01.

Comments/Reports:

· Selectman Donovan noted that the Board had approved Amnesty Day at the Landfill for April 6th pending receipt of the rules and regulations and information as to the participation of the Chamber of Commerce – he read the rules and regulations and noted that members of the Chamber of Commerce will be assisting at the Transfer Station.

· Selectman Houk noted improvements at the Transfer Station and thanked the DPW Director and Assistant Director and staff for their efforts.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report.

The Board discussed:

a) Renewal of Seasonal Liquor Licenses – Chairman Parlante disclosed that he is part of a corporation which holds a liquor license.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve renewal of the seasonal liquor licenses of the Wellfleet Beachcomber; Captain Higgins Seafood Restaurant, Inc.; Sweet Seasons, Inc.; Serena’s Restaurant; Rookie’s Inc.; Wellfleet Motel & Lodge, Inc.; V.R.’s, Inc.; Maurice’s Campground, Inc.; Joseph Lema & Son, Inc.; Wellfleet Wine Cellar & Spirit, Inc.; Flying 
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Fish Café; Gutsy Benders, Inc.; Wellfleet Dairy Bar and Grill; Wellfleet Flea Market; Christine’s Oasis; Aesop’s Tables; Chequessett Yacht and Country Club, Inc.

b) Estimate of Temporary Increased Population for Seasonal Liquor Licenses – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to set the Estimate of Temporary Increased Population for Seasonal Liquor Licenses at 17,500.

c) Requests to Use Town Property:

1) Anne Gallick and Dan Needel – on a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve Anne Gallick and Dan Needel’s request to use the overlook at Whitecrest Beach on September 21, 2002 from 1 to 3 p.m. for a wedding ceremony.

2) Lighthouse Restaurant – Bob Derow was in attendance representing the Lighthouse Restaurant and outlined the project noting that he anticipates the project to take between two and three weeks for construction.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to grant permission for the Lighthouse Restaurant to use Town property (Assessor Map 14, Parcels 173 and 174) as a staging area for equipment and components for a sewage disposal system installation and in addition, removal of a fence, one tree and some additional filling to allow access for equipment, contingent upon the provisions of the DPW Director’s memo (Tree must be tagged and inspected before construction; Only clean fill will be used to construct staging area; All fencing will be replaced after construction; All native vegetation and soils will be replaced; Any damage to asphalt or concrete will be repaired; Any work outside of original scope must be approved prior to construction) and completion of the project by the end of April.

The Board met with Theresa Parker and Ed Miller who updated the Board on their plans to purchase Lema’s Market noting their intent to enter into a management agreement with Mr. Lema.  It was noted that they must file the necessary licensing paperwork.

The Board held the following Shellfish Department public hearings.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Shellfish Constable Bill Walton was in attendance and presented his recommendations to the Board.  Chairman Parlante disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit, has a shellfish grant license and owns waterfront property.  Selectman May disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit.

· Application from Stephen Pickard for renewal of Shellfish Grant License #2000-2 – the Shellfish Constable  recommended that this lease be renewed for a period of five years commencing April 18, 2002 and ending on April 18, 2007.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable.

· Recommendation of the Shellfish Constable to amend Section V (Open and Closed Areas – Chipman’s Cove) of the Temporary Shellfish Regulations – the Shellfish Constable recommended that Chipman’s Cove be closed to all shellfishing as of ½ hour after sunset on April 16, 2002 until further notice.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable.
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Selectman Putnam announced that the Board of Selectmen and Finance Committee members had received an invitation to tour the special education services of Nauset Regional Schools.

The Board continued discussion:

d) Appointment of Affordable Housing Task Force Members – on a motion by Houk, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Hugh Guilderson and Peter Watts to the Affordable Housing Task Force.

e) Set Annual Bonds for Town Clerk and Town Collector – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to set the bond for the Town Clerk at $6,000.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to set the bond for the Town Collector at $100,000.

f) Finalize STM/ATM Warrants:

· Articles 21-25 (Affordable Accessory Dwelling Bylaw) – Planning Board Chairman Dennis O’Connell outlined the proposed bylaw.  Discussion included the Planning Board’s increase of the allowable square footage from 800 square feet to 1,200 square feet.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to place Articles 21-25 on the ATM warrant.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante to recommend this article the Board voted 2-3.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by May, the Board voted 4-1, with Putnam voting against, to reconsider the previous vote.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Houk, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Putnam abstaining, to reserve recommendation to Town Meeting.

· Article 26 (Dimensional Special Permits) – Mr. O’Connell reviewed this article.  Discussion included the number and characteristics of lots that would qualify under the proposed bylaw.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Houk, not to place this article on the ATM warrant, the Board voted 2-3, with Putnam, Parlante and May voting against.  Selectman Donovan suggested that Town Counsel be contacted to find out what can be done for people who owned lots before the first Zoning Bylaw change to rectify this situation.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously not to recommend this article.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously that a list of potential lots be included as part of the explanation of the warrant article.

· Article 19 (Land Bank Chavchavadze/Ziering) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to accept the wording submitted by Town Counsel.

· Article 8 (fund wage/contract settlements) – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the ATM warrant and to recommend it.

· Article 32 (lots to be transferred to the Conservation Commission) -  on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 33 (petitioned article re:  building at Mayo Beach) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May to not recommend this article the Board voted 2-0-3, with Donovan, Parlante and Houk abstaining.

· Article recommendations from Selectman May – Selectman May indicated that he recommends articles 1-20, 27-31 and 34 and does not recommend article 33.
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The Board discussed a Public Safety Policy.  Selectman Putnam recommended that the Board appoint an Ad Hoc Committee of nine to eleven members, representative of the entire community, to undertake a comprehensive review of all phases of the Wellfleet Police Department, to make recommendations to the Board of Selectmen as to the steps to be taken to assure that the Wellfleet Police Department conforms to the needs of the community, to revise the Vision and Mission statements of the Police Department to emphasize public service/community service, to determine whether or not the Police Department should be composed of public servants as an integrated part of the community who enhance the quality of life through prevention of criminal activity as well as serving the needs of the community and to reify the Departmental Vision and Mission statements into all Departmental policies.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously that such a committee be appointed.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the operating statement for the Committee as read by Selectman Donovan.

The Board met with Recreation Director Becky Rosenberg to discuss summer usage of the Baker’s Field tent.  Discussion included the “Baker’s Field Tent Usage Policy and Procedures” drafted by the Recreation Committee.  Parlante moved and May seconded a motion that the fee for tent use be set at $100 - $500 per event.  After further discussion Selectman Parlante withdrew his motion and Selectman May withdrew his second.  There was consensus to table this discussion until the Board’s April 8th meeting.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 8:39 p.m. to adjourn.
