· Mr. Frazier would like to discuss with the Board records that he requested from the Town.  He complained that all the information he did request from the Town Administrator was not included in the packet, which he was charged $160 for. Ms. Smith explained to the Board and Mr. Frazier that there is a difference between documents and information. If a document is in existence, the Town is required by law to supply a copy of it to anyone requesting that particular document. Information is different than a document, and the Town is not required by law to supply information. Ms. Beebe stated that she would like a copy of those records Mr. Frazier requested, and then further discuss with him issues at hand.

· Steven Gazanno would like to address two items. 1) The Generator was removed from the Town Meeting Warrant’s vote; however it appeared on the Ballot.  2) Water line at Gull Pond? The residents of the area would like to keep updated on the process, and cease and desist drilling on the private road.  Mr. Smith informed and discussed both of Mr. Gazanno of issues. Ms. Beebe assured Mr. Gazzano that abutters would be notified at least 14 days prior to any public hearing if a water line was to be installed on that particular property.
· Mr. Nate Johnson voiced concern about the wood chipper. 

· Mr. Houk would like to make into policy to move Open Session in the beginning of the meeting. Mr. Donovan suggested having a meeting specifically for open session where members of the public may come to voice their concerns.
