1. John Makely and Arlene Kirsch representing the Finance Committee requesting a preliminary discussion on the future vehicle rollover policy.

John Makely of the Finance Committee discussed initiation of a vehicle rollover policy for the DPW.  Makely stressed FinCom’s hope to work with the BOS on a vehicle policy.  FinCom sought permission to collect specific information on DPW vehicles as an immediate goal.  Considering some of the other points presented in the FinCom’s subcommittee report, Ira Wood asked about veering into micromanagement.  Finance Committee members said they only wanted to achieve their first stated goal by October 1, 2007; further policy development would come later.  Individual BOS members expressed support for FinCom’s plan.  Dennis Murphy addressed the importance of a random drug testing policy.  Beebe said that dispatching is also a management issue. She suggested that the study be expanded to include all town vehicles.

5. Recreation Director Rebecca Rosenberg recommending change in location of the Square Dance for the 2007 season.
