Regular Meeting - Minutes
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairwoman Jacqueline Beebe.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Ira Wood, Michael May and Jerry Houk.  Assistant Town Administrator Rex Peterson also attended.

· Tom Groux gave a brief presentation on the process of searching for Town Administrators. He has been hired by many communities on the Cape and within the Commonwealth for Town Administration searches, as well as other town government positions. Mr. Donovan questioned about time frame and fees. Mr. Groux stated that not having a search committee would make the process go faster, and his fees would be roughly around $6,000. Mr. Wood asked how Mr. Groux would advertise the position to an applicant. Mr. Groux replied on how different aspects of Wellfleet make the town unique and would use those qualities in advertising. Mr. Houk questioned how Mr. Groux sees advantages and disadvantages in not having a search committee. Mr. Groux replied that having a search committee would add about 5-6 weeks to the process. However having a committee would allow the board to only focus on the most qualified applicants rather the non- advantageous applicants. In addition, the committee would be able to interview and screen the applicants in confidentiality.
