D. Wellfleet Fire Station – Construction Change Orders

Represented by Hugh Guilderson and Fire Chief Dan Silverman.  Mr. Guilderson is requesting the board’s approval of giving authority to the Fire Chief and Bill Reich to approve change orders up to $5,000. This would allow production to continue while avoiding extension of contract time.  The board will be informed of the $5,000 change orders. Jerry Houk would like either a cumulative point of change orders that can be approved without the Board of Selectmen, or have the addition of the Town Administrator’s signature on the change order. The Board of Selectmen would like to discuss this more, and will give feedback to the Town Administrator who will report to the Building Needs & Assessment Committee.
E. Environmental Partners Group Project Updates

Represented by Bob, Kevin McQue & Paul Millett. 
· Paul gave the board an update about the Water System extension. They are planning on building a well at Boy Scout Camp in order to complete phases 3-5. They plan on getting it out to bid by this spring. Jerry Houk is concerned with notifying the public about user fees. Mark Berry spoke about having actual $ figures ready by April Town Meeting possibly. Helen Miranda Wilson spoke about how most costs will come to the public after the system is up and running; personnel, maintenance, etc.

· Kevin McQue gave the board an update on Uncle Tim’s Bridge. Construction is planned to begin after Labor Day, due to funding options. Robert B. Our, the lowest bid, has agreed to extend their bid. Rex Peterson informed the board that he will go before the CPC once more applying for more monies to be granted, or place an article on Town Meeting for borrowing. Helen Miranda Wilson suggested possible grant money available. Ira Wood would like Rex Peterson to contact the Cape Cod Commission to find possible grant money.
IV. Old Business
A. Wastewater Planning Committee

Represented by Health Agent Hillary Greenberg and Board of Health Chair Richard Willecke.  Hillary Greenberg informed the board that the Board of Health voted to notify the Board of Selectmen that they are willing to take on Wastewater Issues. Dale Donovan doesn’t believe that Board of Health should tackle this in addition to their own duties since it would be more complex than just health issues. He feels a broader committee would be more beneficial to the town. Richard Willecke is concerned with volunteer services in filing voids on committees. He feels that it would be more efficient to the current volunteers to stay a little later at already scheduled meetings and addressing wastewater issues, rather than go to an additional meeting that might not fit into 7 members schedules. Both Jerry Houk and Michael May agree with Richard Willecke. Mark Berry spoke in favor of having the Board of Health adding the Wastewater workload.
