Fire Chief Daniel Silverman discussed changes at the Marconi Headquarters Area which the Fire Department endorsed in a draft letter:  having a water hydrant at the Rte. 6 entrance; an improved helipad; and a fire cache, A fourth improvement is for a Flex bus transit station at the entrance to the Marconi Area.  Silverman had written that the Fire Department was neutral about the bus station.
