Planning Board Vice-Chair Gerald Parent said that only Planning Board  can place the advertisement, and the next Planning Board meeting is scheduled for October 1.    From the floor, Bob Kelly questioned the need for holding a Special Town Meeting, and Selectmen explained the necessity for the scheduled October 27 date.  Town Clerk Dawn Rickman also explained protocol of the bylaw review by the Attorney General.  Gerald Parent asked about placing the Planning Board Articles for Site Plan Review – Special Permit before the other zoning bylaw Articles in the Warrant.  Donovan anticipated that the Town Moderator would allow discussion all of  the bylaw Articles at the same time on the floor of Town Meeting.  Further discussion of the Articles continued with the public ensued.
