Minutes of the Meeting of June 23, 2009

Present: Chairman Dale Donovan, Jacqueline Wildes-Beebe, Gerald Houk and Ira Wood; Town Administrator Paul Sieloff.

Chairman Dale Donovan called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Announcements

Ira Wood said all are welcome to a presentation Thursday, June 25 at the Nauset Middle School on regionalization ideas for the school system.  

Paul Sieloff announced that in fall there will be a new AmeriCorps volunteer working on recycling.  

Joan Wall read her letter of concern to the Health Agent and Selectmen about NStar’s spraying of herbicides under the power lines.  The Town Administrator will organize efforts to have greater awareness and Town involvement in NStar’s activity. 

Donovan called everyone’s attention to the space cleared along Old King’s Highway side the Senior Center for the Community Garden.  He recognized the efforts of Dennis Murphy and Celeste & John Makely in creating the Garden.

Donovan mentioned Truro’s 300th anniversary celebration this year with an eye towards Wellfleet’s 250th anniversary in 2013.  

Appointments

Wood moved to appoint National Seashore Rangers Robert Grant, Timothy Morrison, W. Russell Hughes, Craig Thatcher, Sean Kelly, Christopher Hartsgrove, Christopher Anderson, Michael Minnerath and Garrett Moynihan as Special Police Officers. Beebe seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.
Houk moved to appoint Sylvia Smith to the Coastal and Pond Access Committee (effective July 1, 2009).  Wood seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.

Wood moved to appoint Harry Peabody to fill a vacancy on the Wellfleet Housing Authority until the next Town election.  Houk seconded, and the motion carried
4-0.

Reappointments

Beebe moved the following reappointments: Cynthia Hope to the Open Space Committee; John DiBlasio and Steve Gazzano to the Coastal and Pond Access Committee; John Duane to the Board of Assessors; Laura Kozak to the Cultural Council; Stephen Durkee, Harry Peabody and Cynthia Hope to the Local Housing Partnership Committee; John Duane to the Natural Resources Advisory Board; and Catherine Sugg to the Recreation Committee.  Wood seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.

Use of Town Property

Wood moved to approve a request from Eric Gustafson of Fun Seekers for the use of WhiteCrest Beach for surfing instruction, daily from May through October, 2009.  Beebe seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.

SEMASS MOU
Town Administrator Paul Sieloff distributed information on a consortium of Cape towns regarding the expiration of the SEMASS contract.  

Wood moved to authorize the Town Administrator to sign the non-binding Memo of Understanding (MOU) with the other towns on behalf of the Town of Wellfleet.  Houk seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.  

Public Hearings – Shellfish Grant Transfers

Shellfish Constable Andy Koch came forward to discuss the grant requests.

Wood moved to approve the transfer of Shellfish Grant License #733 from Philip Allain to Matthew Parent with the condition that he pays his outstanding grant fee for Egg Island.  Houk seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.

Wood moved to approve the transfer of Shellfish Grant Licenses #95-1 and 95-2 from James N. Bruinooge to James N. Bruinooge and Robert Olson.  Houk seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.

Koch had another issue about grant reports that are not filed as required by Massachusetts General Law (MGL).  He suggested imposing a fee for non-compliance in filing. The Board will schedule a meeting with the Shellfish Advisory Committee to prepare a proposal regarding grant reports. 
Appointments (Cont.)

Edward Simpson came forward to explain his reasons for applying for the Conservation Commission and answered questions from the Selectmen. 

Wood moved to appoint Edward Simpson to the Conservation Commission.  Houk seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.

Janet Reinhart gave her qualifications and answered questions about her reasons for becoming a member of the Planning Board.  
Wood moved to appoint Janet Reinhart to the Planning Board (effective July 1, 2009).  Houk seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.

Request for Support
Emily Harrold explained her request for a letter of support and her film Waves.  

Wood moved to approve send a letter of support to Emily Harrold for a film to be shot in Wellfleet in fall, 2009.  Houk seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.  
Citizens Economic Committee Recommendations

Paul Pilcher, along with other members of the Citizens Economic Committee, (CEC) came forward to offer the Committee’s recommendations for Wellfleet economic development.  These are summarized in the Final Report of June 2009.  Pilcher and CEC members responded to questions from the Selectmen.  The Wellfleet Community Forum meeting on July 30, 2009 at 7 p.m. will feature the CEC report, Pilcher said.  

In an effort to meet CEC goal to find a new campus for Outer Cape Health Services, Beebe moved that Suzanne Thomas reconvene the Outer Cape Health Service Committee.  Wood seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.

Paul Sieloff discussed Administrative steps that he was working on to involve the Town in CEC goals.  This included an RFP for a CEC coordinator.  Discussion from the audience concerned the plight of young people in finding housing and a living wage.  
Parking Enforcement

Chair Donovan said that the BOS was taking under consideration resuming time limits for parking in the Central Village.  The Selectmen and the audience gave their perceptions of parking problems. 
Houk moved that the Town continue to not enforce timed parking.  Wood seconded, and the motion carried 4-0. 

Priorities

The Selectmen examined their priorities for the next three to four months.  Beebe said she’d like to see the Walkways/Safety as a high priority.  Wood said the Shellfish Advisory Board issues should be added to the list.  
Minutes

Wood moved to approve the minutes of June 9, 2009.  Beebe seconded, and the motion carried 4-0.

Wood moved to approve the minutes of June 18, 2009.  Beebe seconded, and the motion carried 3-0.

Adjournment

There was a need to go into Executive Session for non-union personnel matters Wood moved to go into executive session and not return to open meeting.   Beebe seconded.  Houk, Donovan, Wood and Beebe each said, yes, and the regular meeting was adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
