Minutes of the January 21, 2015  Commission meeting held at 7:00p.m. in the 3rd floor meeting room #36 in the Forbes Building.
Chairman Hazel Nourse called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m.

Members present: Cindy DuBose, Jennifer Doherty, Nancy Galicki, Jason Nappa, Hazel Nourse,                 Nancy Strecker
Minutes of the December 17, 2014 meeting were unanimously approved with the correction of the word “tear” in the last paragraph on the last page. 
Sign: Koopman Paint awning, 15 E. Main St.  made a second  presentation of the awning sign with Koopman Paint painted on it.  The 3 awnings will be black and they requested that the tree logo also be included.  The commission unanimously approved the 3 black awnings with the tree logo included with Koopman Design Center.
Grandfathering:  Chairman Nourse had a talk with Jim Robbins, Town Planner.  Jim told Hazel the Building Dept. interpretation of a Grandfathered sign is if the structure itself is not changed, it is grandfathered.  ie:  Westborough TV sign on post where only the sign inserts will be changed.

Sign: Westborough TV:  The only change will be the sign inserts (colors and lettering). The sign presentation made in December of the white clock tower within a blue window on a black background and light buff  Baskerville lettering was unanimously approved.
Sign: AAF CPA and Highsight, 21 E. Main St., Dave McManus  from AAF and Sandy Lupien from Viewpoint Signs made a second presentation of the 2 signs….AAF wall sign & pylon panel and Highsight pylon panel.  The white  AAFCPAs wall sign is 42” h x 173-7/8” w w/Franklin Gothic lettering and 3 color triangle type logo.The pylon panel is the same but smaller.  The white w/black & blue Franklin Gothic lettering Highsight pylon panel is 11-3/4 h x 70” w.  All signs were unanimously approved by the commission.
Sign: The Gifting Tree, 38A South St.,  Kevin from Sunshine Sign and Beth Surber from The Gifting Tree made a presentation of their 2-sided pylon sign.  The white sign is 40” x 72“ with a 33” circular logo with black background and white tree and lettering.  The commission unanimously approved the sign.
Design Review Board:  Nancy Galicki, no issues concerning Commission.  

Planning Board joint meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, Feb. 3rd.  Hazel and Jennifer will attend as Historical Commission representatives. 
Office location update – Asst. Town Manager Christie Williams told me that town hall offices will be moving back into the renovated town hall the week of August 10.  Then they will start renovating the Forbes Building which will have to be cleaned out.  Therefore, our office should stay where it is.

Chairman Nourse  talked about the notice we received about a workshop on the Demolition Delay Bylaw & Ordinances.  It will be held in Framingham at the Edgell Memorial Library on February 19 from 10a.m. - noon. Hazel will be going so call her if you plan to attend also.
State Hospital report:  Chairman Nourse is on the State Hospital committee and on Feb. 1st the committee did a walk-through of the property to see the condition of the buildings.  The main administration building is under consideration for possible usage by the town since it is in pretty good condition.   
Rich Strecker stopped by to tell us about his idea of a municipal aggregator (power plant) for Westborough. For reference, there is already a facility in Bridgeport, CT that has been running for a year.  Rich has already spoken with Jim Malloy about his many ideas one of which could also supply electricity for surrounding towns as a source of revenue.
