ROSELLI, CLARK & ASSOCIATES AGREEMENT 
 
Mr. Flanagan moved that the Board sign two agreements with Roselli, Clark & 
Associates for extra audit reviews for the Water/Sewer Enterprise Funds and the 
Ambulance Service not to exceed $3,000.  Ms. Michaud seconded the motion.  The 
motion passed unanimously. 
 
LETTER OF SUPPORT ~ MRPC 
 
Ms. Michaud moved that the Board sign a letter of support for a grant application which 
the MRPC is submitting to administer a program to promote awareness of Low Impact 
Development strategies.  Mr. Flanagan seconded the motion.  The motion passed 
unanimously. 
 
ANTENNA TOWER DONATION FOR ACADEMY HILL BARN 
 
Chief MacAloney was on hand to request that the Board accept the donation from Doug 
Sargent of a 52 foot antenna.  This would improve and expand radio communications 
with other town departments.  Chief MacAloney estimated the cost to install the antenna 
would be approximately $1,200 and that the Fire Department and Public Buildings 
Department budgets would be able to cover the FY10 cost. 
 
The Board requested that the Chief sketch a diagram of the proposed location of the 
antenna and also contact the abutter to discuss the plan.  The Board also requested that 
Mrs. Murphy contact Besty Hannula of the Historical Commission to discuss the 
proposed request and get back to the Board within two weeks.  It was further agreed to 
have the Memorial Committee review the request. 
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APPROPRIATION TRANSFER – LIBRARY 
 
 Mr. Fairbanks moved that the Board approve subject to approval of the Advisory Board, 
the appropriation transfer request from the Library to transfer $2,629 from Salaries to 
Expenses.  Ms. Michaud seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
 
POLICY REVIEW 
 
Fraud Prevention 
 
Mr. Fairbanks moved that the Board approve Draft 2 of the Fraud Prevention Policy.  Ms. 
Michaud seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
 
Travel & Mileage Reimbursement 
 
Mr. Fairbanks moved that the Board approve the draft of the Travel and Mileage 
Reimbursement policy changing page 2, item 3 to read “Mileage will be reimbursed for 
the distance between the employee’s work location, to the destination, and back.”  Ms. 
Michaud seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
 
MEMORIAL COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT 
 
Ms. Michaud moved that the Board appoint Lisa Fitzgerald to the Memorial Committee.  
Mr. Flanagan seconded the motion.  The motion passed with two in favor, one abstention.
