Mr. Flanagan moved that the Board approve Mr. Fairbanks to sign a letter of
understanding with Roselli, Clark & Associates to conduct operational reviews of the
Town Clerk’s Office and the Police Department, in conjunction with the Town’s annual
audit. Ms. Michaud seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

TREE WARDEN

Mrs. Murphy stated that a concerned resident contacted her regarding a tree in his yard.
Mr. Fairbanks suggested that the Board appoint one of the Selectmen to be the interim
Tree Warden. Mr. Flanagan offered to accept the position. The Board agreed to appoint
Mr. Flanagan as Tree Warden subject to approval by Town Counsel with a term expiring
on April 26, 2011.
