ROUTE 140 NORTH REPORT

Brad Harris, George Snow and Brian Doherty of the MRPC were on hand to present a
report on the results of the Route 140 Task Force meetings. Mr. Harris explained that the
targeted area is the traffic and flooding of Route 140 near Gatehouse and Mile Hill Roads
and the Route 140/2A intersection. Mr. Harris also explained that the next steps were to
schedule a meeting with Mass Department of Transportation, the Town develop a project
needs book, and then submit an application to Mass DOT.

In the meantime, the Board agreed to meet with the DPW within the next three months to
start planning.
