TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
Tuesday, September 18, 2007

Under the Rules and Procedures of the Winthrop Town Council, President Reilly called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM in the Joseph Harvey Hearing Room. All members were present.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Robert Massa of Grandview Avenue, David Osborne of Pleasant Street, Cindy Levin of Summit Avenue and Guy Brandenstein of Trident Avenue addressed the Council. Pat Melano provided the Council with a comprehensive and detailed update as to the work, funding, program of services as well as the efforts of CASA.

CORRESPONDENCE

Councilor Gill acknowledge receipt of correspondence requesting that rush hour bus service be expanded to include express service to Revere and asked that the Town Manager write to the MBTA supporting the request.  Additionally Councilor Gill requested follow up reports on the Belle Isle Cemetery/landfill project and on Ingleside Park flooding.

 TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT
Town Manager, Richard White reported that the Town Treasure/Collector had contact with the owner of Select Car Rental and that it appeared that arrangements were being made to pay for back motor vehicle excise taxes. In addition Town Manager White reported that both Police unions (local 397 and 397A) had reached tentative labor contract agreements with the Town.  Further, Town Manager White went on to explain that he had reached a tentative agreement with all of the Town’s unions to join the State’s GIC Health Insurance program with expected savings to the Town for fiscal year 2009 amounting to as much as $800,000 while eliminating more than $1.5 million in accrued benefit liability for future pensioners. Finally. Town Manager White updated the Council on a TSAC request for a four way stop at the Metcalfe Square.

The Town Council further authorizes the Town Manager to take all action necessary to complete the sale on behalf of the Town of Winthrop. 

Property Description

DALRYMPLE SCHOOL SITE
Certain parcels of land situated in the Town of Winthrop, Suffolk County, Massachusetts (the “Property”), more particularly bounded and described as follows:

PARCEL 1

a certain parcel of land together with the buildings thereon, and with all rights, privileges, and easements therein if any there be, being lots numbered 12, 13, 14, 15, 8, and 9, and a part of lot 11, as shown in Block Q on a “plan of lands belonging to the Winthrop Shore Land Company, Winthrop, Mass.”  H.T Whitman, Surveyor, dated May 1st 1889, and recorded with Suffolk Deeds at the end of book 1873; bounded beginning at a point on Crest Avenue at the intersection of the dividing line between lots 11 and 12, thence running:

SOUTHEASTERLY                by said Crest Avenue 110.88 feet, thence running 

SOUTHEASTERLY                along Crest Avenue by a curved line having a radius of 199.15 feet, a distance of 69.49 feet, thence running 

EASTERLY and NORTHEASTERLY by a curved line having a radius of 30.00 feet, a distance of 49.00 feet, thence running 

NORTHEASTERLY               by Grovers Avenue 203.04 feet to land n/f of the Boston, Revere Beach and Lynn Railroad, thence running 

NORTHWESTERLY              by said land of the Railroad, in a curved line, having a radius of 457.81 feet, a distance of 237.68 feet; thence running 

SOUTHWESTERLY               by a private way sometimes called Chamberlain Avenue, 122.65 feet to the northerly corner of lot 10, thence running 

SOUTHEASTERLY                by lot 10 (aka land n/f of Polino), 60 feet, thence continuing in the same direction by lot 11 (aka land n/f of Brenner), 40 feet, thence running 

SOUTHWESTERLY               and bounding on the remaining portion of lot 11, 50.02 feet to a point in the southeasterly line of lot 11, thence running 

SOUTHWESTERLY               by lot 11, 74.15 feet to the point of beginning.

Said parcel, which formerly contained 57,276 square feet of land, is also shown on a plan entitled “Plan of Land taken by the Town of Winthrop for School Purposes” by Whitman and Howard, Civil Engineers, dated April 12, 1920 and recorded with Suffolk Deeds on April 14, 1920. However, as a result of a taking by the Town of Winthrop for street widening in December 1920, the parcel now contains 56,236 square feet more or less. For title, reference is made to a deed from Wells et al., to the Town of Winthrop dated April 12, 1920, recorded with the Suffolk Registry of Deeds in Book 4211, Page 164.     

PARCEL 2

The land in said Winthrop, bounded and described as follows:

beginning at a point on the northerly side of Grovers Avenue at the intersection of the dividing line between lots 11 and 12, thence running

NORTHEASTERLY               by Grovers Avenue 101.88 feet; thence running 

NORTHWESTERLY              by land n/f of Albert Mastrangelo, in a curved line, having a radius of 540.31 feet, a distance of 104.5 feet; thence running 

SOUTHWESTERLY               by land n/f of Paul G. Leonard 82.56 feet to a point; thence running

SOUTHEASTERLY                by land n/f of the Town of Winthrop, in a curved line, having a radius of 457.81 feet, a distance of 146.51 feet to the point of beginning.

Said parcel, containing 10,316 square feet of land, more or less.  For title, reference is made to a deed from Charles A. Collins, Thomas W. Symons, and Everett W.
