· Open Farm for next year discussion:
Mr. Horsken noted the discussed at the last meeting about the disease with the piglets and if they still wanted to hold Open Farm Day because of that.

Any Other Business
Ms. Silk stated that the ZBA recently approved an Alzheimer’s care facility on Rt. 109 near 7-11 and due to an issue with the abutter’s notification a rehearing was requested as some concerns have been expressed of the amount of water the facility will use and the neighbors are already concerned about their own lack of water issues. She stated the ZBA did decide not to rehear the case and feels this may be something the Agricultural Commission may want to be interested in as it relative to the integrity of the Agricultural Zone. She stated the next part of the process is to move to the Planning Board for site plan review. 
Ms. Strunk questioned if such facility is allowed in that area. 

Ms. Silk replied that it is if a variance is granted but noted a similar facility was denied several years ago within the same zone. She stated the big concern is the amount of water the facility is anticipated to use at 18,000 gallons a day.
