Chairman Coons opened the meeting at 6:30 PM.

Consideration of Minutes

September 13, 2010
It was moved by Ed Roundy and seconded by Mike Hodder to approve the September 13, 2010 Wolfeboro Conservation Commission minutes as submitted.  All members voted in favor.  The motion passed.

Consideration of Dredge & Fill Minutes

September 13, 2010
It was moved by Mike Hodder and seconded by Dave Wheeler to approve the September 13, 2010 Wolfeboro Conservation Commission Dredge & Fill minutes as submitted.  All members voted in favor.  The motion passed.

Discussion Items
· Bill Rae Conservation Area
Mike Hodder stated Town Counsel has opined there are no other holders of the easement except for the Friedman heirs.  He stated Town Counsel recommended a letter be sent to the family regarding the Commission’s desire to gate and lock the entrances to the conservation area.  He stated public access via Sargent’s Pond Road is still uncertain; noting if the Town grades the road (similar to the Town grading Albee Road) then the public could have access.
· Town’s Garden
Mike Hodder stated the deer fence has been removed and the garden beds are closed for the season.  He stated GALA built a 3-bin composting area and Bruce Farr would remove additional trees either in the fall or spring to allow for additional sunlight.  He stated the students would make a presentation in November to the Commission regarding future plans to the property.
Ed Roundy recommended the students make a presentation in the classroom rather than having a couple of representatives from the class come to a Commission meeting.

Mike Hodder stated he would discuss such with Bruce Farr.

· Front Bay Conservation Area
Dan Coons stated the entrance, pathway to the lake and an area by the lake has been cleared; noting a landing area for canoes and kayaks is now available.  He stated the Parks & Recreation Department would drop off a picnic table at the lakeside clearing.
Ed Roundy recommended an article be written in the Granite State News regarding the area.

Mike Hodder stated he would contact Carpenter School and recommend the site for a field trip outing.

· Issam El Bizri, Orchards Road
Dan Coons he met with Issam El Bizri, 12 Orchards Road, who requested the installation of a fountain system to aerate the pond on his property; noting concern for mosquitoes and foreign diseases.  He stated there is a conservation easement on the property.
The Conservation Commission has no objection to Mr. Bizri’s request as the installation of a fountain system improves the water quality of the pond.

· RIB Emergency Permits
Dan Coons stated Dave Ford received two emergency permits from NH DES due to sand migration into Nineteen Mile Brook; installation of sand traps and the removal of sand from the brook. 
· Email re: Invasive Plants
Referencing an email from Rachel Stevens, Land Stewardship Coordinator, Great Bay National Estuarine Research Reserve, Dan Coons questioned whether the Commission would be interested in purchasing a weed wrench (a tool that removes invasive plants).  He stated he sent an email to Ms. Stevens requesting the Commission borrow the tool however, because the Commission is not part of the Great Bay watershed she could not allow such.
Ed Roundy asked the chairman to inquire about borrowing the tool again so the Commission can then determine whether or not to purchase the item.
It was moved by Gail Antonucci and seconded by Mike Hodder to adjourn the October 11, 2010 Wolfeboro Conservation Commission meeting.  All members voted in favor.  The motion passed.

There being no further business before the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 8:30 PM.
