Meeting Minutes

May 13, 2010

Chairman Pike called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM in the meeting room of the Wolfeboro Public Library. He introduced the Commissioners, staff in attendance and noted a quorum was present. 

Consideration of Minutes

· Public minutes of April 8, 2010

Commissioner Joe Balboni Jr. moved the Wolfeboro Police Commission to accept the public minutes of April 8, 2010 as submitted. Commissioner Curtis A. Pike seconded. Members voted and being none opposed, the motion passed.

Activity Reports

Chief Chase reviewed the following activity reports for the month:

Offenses (State Law) by month: Chief Chase stated the total offenses for the month is 67. 

Arrest status report: Chief Chase stated the report is a synopsis of each officer’s reporting for the month and he summarized the subject of arrests. He stated that there were 20 arrests for the month, which is a 20% decrease from last month.

Arrest on view and based on incidents/warrants by time of day: Chief Chase stated the day of the week with the most activity was Thursday and Friday. 

Summons arrest by time of day: none. 

Protective custody arrests by time of day: Chief Chase reported 8 protective custody arrests for the month. 

Personnel Analysis report: Chief Chase stated the report breaks down the Officer’s activity for the month. 

Geographical analysis report: Chief Chase stated the streets with the most activity were Center Street and South Main Street. 

Accidents by street name: Chief Chase stated there was a total of 11 accidents. The report lists the accidents by street name.

School Resource Officer Report (SRO): Chief Chase stated that Officer Cooper reported 20 investigations at the High School last month, he conducted a test of the lockdown system and assisted with a K9 search. 

Prosecutor’s report: Chief Chase stated there were 20 defendants that faced 22 offenses last month with 2 pleas, 2 hearings, and 1 trial. He noted that the court would be closed for State mandated furlough days, which will affect their court schedules. 

Call analysis by call reason: Chief Chase stated there were 3,507 calls to Central Dispatch last month, which is a 10% decrease.

Overtime Report: Chief Chase reviewed the overtime for the month.

Budget Expenditure: He provided them with the latest reports for Police, Central Dispatch and Animal Control. 

Chief’s items

Chief Chase stated that during Mr. Goodgame’s absence he has been in contact with him electronically and has kept him abreast of any issues or concerns. 
· Officer Livie was recertified in Intozylizer operation. 

· Officer Strauch attended a class on Interviews & Interrogations. 

· Officer Maloney attended a class on sexual assault investigations. 

· Department members attended a three-hour session on court preparation and testimony in DWI cases. 

· Officer Maloney and Dispatch Supervisor Lyons participated in the Children’s Center Health Fair and he read a letter of thanks from the Children’s Center.

· Lieutenant Rondeau addressed Kingswood Youth Center at career day and he and Officer Martel went to the Youth Center a second time to display and exhibit some of the equipment involved in law enforcement and public safety. 

· The Department assisted the Children’s Center in fingerprinting their employees for mandated screening. 

· The work at Central Dispatch is complete and the project was done under the direction of Dispatch Supervisor Lyons, who did an excellent job coordinating the project and getting it completed on time. 

· The drainage work around the public safety building has been finished and in addition to the corrected grade, they were able to gain two additional diagonal parking spots in front of the building. 

· Bids on the accessible bathroom will be going out in June with work to occur in July. . 

· Bike and Walk to School Day will be Friday, May 14th, with children from Carpenter and Crescent Lake Schools participating.

· The Department has received the following grants: DWI enforcement $5,335, Speed enforcement $5,456 and Pedestrian safety $5,456. The pedestrian grant will focus on developing good habits for those “jaywalking” in the downtown area.

· The Commission should consider a liaison between the Town and the Bargaining Unit for the 2011 bargaining process. 

· He met with Sergeant Moore and Lieutenant Rondeau on the four candidates for the summer parking control positions.

· He has been appointed to the Local Government Policy Manual Review Committee for the NH Chief’s Association to consider a model policy manual on low frequency, high liability areas.

· The Alton Police acknowledged the good work of Officer O’Brien and Blek on a recent track in Alton for an arson suspect. He read a letter of Thanks from the Alton Chief thanking the K9 unit for their assistance and that the search led to a later arrest of a serial arsonist. 

Old Business
Chief Chase updated the Commission on two previous complaints made at Commission meetings as follows:

· At the April meeting, Mr. Cedrone of the Lakeview Inn complained that the Department had never responded to his concerns regarding his accident in February. He explained he met with the complaining party and thoroughly reviewed the accident and found the letter of complaint never requested a response from the department, the speed of the other vehicle was determined to be 28 mph and he referred Mr. Cedrone back to his insurance company as this is a personal issue. He stated Mr. Cedrone raised the issue in public so he felt it would be appropriate to respond in the same manner. 

· At the February meeting Mr. Hutchinson complained to the Commission that the officer had altered a police report by using the word “entryway” as opposed to “driveway”. The Chairman at the time, the Police Prosecutor and me did not see any difference in the wording and on May 11th, 2010 Mr. Hutchinson appeared in Northern District Court. After a two-hour trial, the judge found him guilty of negligent operation of a motor vehicle. 

Commissioner’s Items

Chairman Pike thanked Lieutenant Rondeau for all his work on the grants. He also thanked Dispatch Supervisor Lyons for all her work on redoing Central Dispatch. He stated they would address the representative for the Union at the next meeting when Mr. Goodgame returns. 

Public and Media input

Elissa Paquette of the Granite State News questioned the number of furlough days the Court will have.

Chief Chase replied they have had one so far and they will have two more. 

Next meeting date

Chairman Pike announced the next meeting of the Police Commission is June 10, 2010 at 6:30 PM at the Wolfeboro Public Library. 

Being no further business, Chairman Pike entertained a motion to adjourn.
