Meeting Minutes

June 10, 2010

Chairman Pike called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM in the meeting room of the Wolfeboro Public Library. He introduced the Commissioners, staff in attendance and noted a quorum was present. 

Consideration of Minutes

· Public minutes of May 13, 2010

Commissioner Joe Balboni Jr. moved the Wolfeboro Police Commission to accept the public minutes of May 13, 2010 as submitted. Commissioner Ron Goodgame seconded. Members voted and being none opposed, the motion passed.

Activity Reports

Chief Chase reviewed the following activity reports for the month:

Offenses (State Law) by month: Chief Chase stated the total offenses for the month is 74. 

Arrest status report: Chief Chase stated the report is a synopsis of each officer’s reporting for the month and he summarized the subject of arrests. He stated that there were 21 arrests for the month.

Arrest on view and based on incidents/warrants by time of day: Chief Chase stated the day of the week with the most activity was Wednesday. 

Summons arrest by time of day: Thursday. 

Protective custody arrests by time of day: Chief Chase reported 7 protective custody arrests for the month. 

Personnel Analysis report: Chief Chase stated the report breaks down the Officer’s activity for the month. 

Geographical analysis report: Chief Chase stated the streets with the most activity were Center Street and South Main Street. 

Accidents by street name: Chief Chase stated there was a total of 11 accidents. The report lists the accidents by street name.

Prosecutor’s report: Chief Chase stated there were 8 Juvenile Defendants answering 11 offenses and all of them were pleas. He stated 20 defendants faced 25 offenses last month with 10 pleas, 6 arraignments, and 9 trials. 

Call analysis by call reason: Chief Chase stated there were 3,744 calls to Central Dispatch last month, which is a 6% decrease.

Overtime Report: Chief Chase reviewed the overtime for the month.

Budget Expenditure: He provided them with the latest reports for Police, Central Dispatch and Animal Control. He noted that the budgets are on target.

DISCUSSION:

Chief Chase noted his concern of the number of burglaries last month and that he finds is to be a disturbing crime. He noted one of the suspects was caught and that has snow balled leads to other burglaries in the area. 

Commissioner Goodgame questioned who covers the patrol when the officers spend time on investigations. 

Chief Chase replied himself or the Lieutenant will cover calls. 

Commissioner Goodgame questioned what the overtime covers. 

Chief Chase replied shift filling, training and court. 

Commissioner Goodgame questioned if that included investigations. 

Chief Chase replied yes and noted that the holiday’s also account for a lot of that overtime for example the 4th of July will cost $5,000 in over time for the day. 

Chief’s items

· Officer Maloney attended a course on death and homicide investigations. 

· Sergeant Keaton attended a class on sexual assault investigations. 

· Senior Patrolman Roger Martel conducted firearms training on reflexive, long rifle and pistol shooting. 

· Assistant Attorney General Dianna Fenton was the presenter at a four-hour class for all officers on DWI investigations. 

· I attended a class on labor negotiations at the Local Government Center.

· The NH Chief’s Association sub-committee on policy is continuing its review of policies and procedures with an aim of state wide, standardization of certain policies. These policies are based on the Commission on Accreditation of Law Enforcement Agency (CALEA) guidelines and ultimately, in my opinion, greatly assist us as we continue to move toward State recognition and compliance with CALEA standards. Our next meeting is June 18th at Police Standards & Training. 

· The Department assisted in the Memorial Day procession and also assisted with the dedication of the Corporal Mathew J. Stanley Bridge.  

· Lieutenant Rondeau presented the protocol associated with the Department’s prescription drug turn-in policy to a group gathered by the County Attorney. This plan, which is aimed to keeping prescription drugs from being diverted for unlawful dispensing or ingestion, is being mirrored by many jurisdictions.  It also enhances the proper disposal of outdated or unused prescription drugs from being flushed into the environment. 

· Several Department members participated in the Special Olympics “Torch Run”. 

· Lieutenant Rondeau assisted the Village Players with technical advice on an up-coming production this summer. 

· We continue to receive complaints or inquiries on Internet fraud. He explained these are scams and people should consider the old adage “If it sounds too good to be true, it is”.

· One of the four parking control hires has taken other employment and they will be seeking to replace him next week and that program will be underway June 21st.

· At the June 2nd Board of Selectmen meeting they accepted three federally funded grants as follows: DWI Patrols $5,335, Speed Enforcement $5,456 and Pedestrian Safety $5,456. Motorist can expect high police presence on various sections of North and South Main Streets, Center Street, Rt. 109 East and other roadways. 

· They have been informed by the Department of Justice that they are eligible for Cops More funding in which the Town can hire a police officer for three years at no cost. He explained in the fourth year the town would assume the cost of this officer and he would like to take advantage of this rare opportunity. He stated that he would like to bolster the roster by one to create a detective position to allow them to maintain acceptable levels of patrol coverage and assign an existing employee to conduct investigations.

DISCUSSION:

Commissioner Goodgame questioned if they have town ordinance on “Jaywalking”.

Lieutenant Rondeau replied there is a State Statue and a town ordinance dealing with crosswalks and he would forward that information to the Commission. 

Commissioner Goodgame stated he thought the town should look into an ordinance for such and suggested that maybe the Board of Selectmen could look into such. 

Chairman Pike suggested they discuss the topic of adding an officer to the roster in non-public session. He also noted that the officers take advantage of additional training and he appreciates their willingness to learn.

The Commission re-entered public session at 8:11 PM.

Chairman Pike announced the non-public minutes of June 10, 2010 were sealed by a 2/3rds vote as required by law. 

Being no further business, Chairman Pike entertained a motion to adjourn. 

Commissioner Joe Balboni Jr. moved the Wolfeboro Police Commission to move to adjourn at 8:12 PM. Commissioner Ron Goodgame seconded. Members voted and being none opposed, the motion passed.
