Meeting Minutes

October 14, 2010

Chairman Pike called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM in the meeting room of the Wolfeboro Public Library. He introduced the Commissioners, staff in attendance and noted a quorum was present. 

Consideration of Minutes

· Public minutes of August 26 and September 9, 2010 and Non-public minutes of September 9 and 29, 2010.

Commissioner Joe Balboni Jr. moved the Wolfeboro Police Commission to accept the public minutes of August 26, and September 9 2010 and non public minutes of September 9 and 29, 2010 as submitted. Commissioner Ron Goodgame seconded. Members voted and being none opposed, the motion passed. 

Activity Reports

Chief Chase reviewed the following activity reports for the month:

Offenses (State Law) by month: Chief Chase stated the total offenses for the month is 86, a 28% increase from last month.  

Arrest status report: Chief Chase stated the report is a synopsis of the arrests for the month and he reported 27 arrests last month.
Personnel Analysis report: Chief Chase stated the report is a synopsis of each officer’s reporting for the month and he summarized the report. 

Citation analysis report: Chief Chase summarized the citations by street location and he reviewed the details of this report, noting that very rarely are money fines given and that they provide mostly warnings. He gave the summary of the number of stops on this report to show the public that they do respond to the public concerns. 

Accidents by street name: Chief Chase stated there were a total of 7 accidents and the report lists the accidents by street name. 
Prosecutor’s report: Chief Chase stated there were 25 defendants that faced 27 offenses last month with 11 arraignments, 9 pleas, 1 hearing and 1 dismissed. He reported 4 Juvenile defendants answering 6 offenses last month, all of them were pleas.  

School Resource Officer (SRO) Report:  Chief Chase stated that the SRO Officer reported 26 investigations last month with numerous activities between the High School and Middle School, noting that he is very busy at this location. 

Call analysis by call reason: Chief Chase stated there were 3,373 calls to Central Dispatch last month, a 16% decrease from last month.

Overtime Report: Chief Chase provided the overtime for the month.

Budget Expenditure: He provided them with the latest reports for Police, Central Dispatch and Animal Control. 

DISCUSSION:

· Offenses report

Commissioner Goodgame questioned the number of offenses that result in conviction, questioning if they pile on offenses and only a fraction of them are resulting in conviction. 

Chief Chase replied that he could provide a breakdown of such. 

Chief’s items

· He read a letter of thanks from the Humane Society thanking K9 Officer O’Brien during a recent event they held. 

· He announced Trick or Treat for Halloween is scheduled for October 31, 2010 from 5-7 PM. He reviewed the Safety tips to ensure a safe and fun holiday. He reminded the public to stop by the Public Safety Building for treats from the Wolfeboro Police Department and Fire/Rescue Department.   

· Sergeant Keaton attended a two-day conference on child abuse at the Attorney General’s office.
· Dispatch Supervisor Lyons attended a class on civilian supervision of communications personnel at the Carroll County Sheriff’s Department.

· Senior Patrol Officer Martel attended a NRA Precision Rifle Instruction course at the Sig Sauer Academy in Epping, this class will be reimbursed by a grant. 

· Lt. Rondeau, Sgt. Keaton and Officer Strauch attended the Stephens Advanced Driver Training program sponsored by Primex that puts them through a series of driving maneuvers under various conditions. 

· He is pleased to announce they have been chosen for the 2010 COPS Hiring Program for one officer position and the estimated amount of Federal Funds to be awarded over a three-year period is $256, 884. He noted they will create a Detective position and back-fill the slot with an entry-level hire. 

· Administrative Assistant Donna Commerford has announced her retirement at the end of the year and they will post that position. 

· Work on the HVAC system at the Public Safety Building will begin soon and materials from the attic will need to find a temporary home. He noted that there will be unanticipated costs with this project. 

· The work on the ADA restrooms is still ongoing. 

· The Budget Committee has made changes to their schedule and they are scheduled for November 22, 2010 at 6 PM. He noted that the Board of Selectmen has entertained the possibility of a Warrant Article for updating the radio transmissions as a result of the recent incident involving Officer Strauch. He noted they are working on such proposal. 

· The recent drug turn in program was a success and they collected two 30 gallon trash bags of drugs that will be properly disposed by DEA. He noted this was over and above the town’s Household Hazardous Waste Collection done this past summer and they are please to be part of a program to keep drugs from harming the environment and diverted from improper ingestion. 

Commissioner’s Items

Commissioner Goodgame questioned the status of the survey. 
Chief Chase replied that the results were never tabulated by UNH, but they do have the summary of those surveys done by Chairman Pike. He stated they do have all the surveys available for review and that they have addressed the concerns in the survey, such as speeding enforcement. The other common complaint was the resolution to the Burns case, but that case is being handled by the State. 

Public and Media input

None. 
Being no further business, Chairman Pike entertained a motion to non-public session. 

Commissioner Joe Balboni Jr. moved the Wolfeboro Police Commission to move to non-public session under RSA 91-A: 3 II a,b & c at 7:00 PM. Commissioner Ron Goodgame seconded. Roll call vote, Curtis A. Pike-yes, Ron Goodgame-yes and Joe Balboni Jr.-yes and being none opposed, the motion passed.

The Commission re-entered public session at 7:47 PM. 

Chairman Pike announced that the Commission sealed the non-public session minutes of the October 14, 2010 with a 2/3rd vote as required by law.

Being no further business before the Commission, Chairman Pike entertained a motion to adjourn. 

Commissioner Joe Balboni Jr. moved the Wolfeboro Police Commission to adjourn at 7:48 PM. Commissioner Ron Goodgame seconded. Being none opposed, the motion passed.
